First, let’s open this gi�  called a Bible.

• With a hand on each side of the Bible, hold it in your lap with the open edge up 
facing you. Place your thumbs in the middle and divide the pages in half.

• Open your Bible. Did you fi nd the book of Psalms? If not, turn a few pages to 
the front or back until you fi nd Psalms. This book is sometimes called the song-
book of the Bible, and it’s located in the middle.

• Now with your Bible still divided in half, hold the back half between your hands. 
Follow the same process and use your thumbs to divide this section in half.

• Did you fi nd the book of Matt hew? Matt hew is the fortieth book of the Bible 
and the fi rst book of the New Testament. The New Testament tells us about 
Jesus. But more on that in a bit.

Did you know the Bible isn’t just one big book? It’s really a library you can hold in your 
hands! In fact, there are thirty-nine books in the 
Old Testament (or the front part) and twenty-
seven books in the New Testament (the back 
part of the Bible). 

Because the Bible is really a big collection of 
books, the people who put the CEB Deep Blue 
Kids Bible together have given us some really 
great features to help us along the way. So let’s 
dig in and check them out!

The Bible is a very special collection of books (or scrolls) fi lled with stories of God’s 
love for people. These sixty-six books tell about God, the creator of the universe who 
made people and wants them to follow God’s ways. God loves people and sent Jesus 
to be the savior of the people of the whole world. The books in the Bible show us what 
God is like and how we can know God. The Bible comes from God, who inspired people 
to write down God’s teaching. Inspire means that God’s Spirit breathed through the 
writers who wrote the books. God also inspires us to read and understand those 
same teachings. Throughout history and still today the Bible changes people’s lives.

Who wrote the Bible, and when was it wri� en?
This collection of books was writt en by many diff erent people. A long time ago there 
weren’t writt en Bible stories. For hundreds of years, people told their children the 
stories from memory and those children told the same stories to their children. 
About 950 years before Jesus, people began writing down the stories and teachings 
found in the Old Testament in the Hebrew language. 

The stories and teachings in the New Testament were also told for many years 
before they were writt en. Some of the lett ers were writt en about twenty-fi ve years 
aft er Jesus died. About fi ve years later, people started writing down in the Greek 
language the stories and teachings of Jesus that are called Gospels: the books of 
Matt hew, Mark, Luke, and John.

Why is the Bible important to 
people today?
As we read our Bibles, we learn more about 
God’s great love for all people and about how 
Jesus taught us to live. God inspires us to read 
and understand the Bible for ourselves. The 
Bible shows us how awesome God is and how 
we can know God! 

How can I fi nd my way through 
the Bible?
The Bible is like a library you can hold in your hand. Each book has its own name and 
place in the Bible library. Diff erent books of the Bible library have diff erent kinds of 
writings. Some give God’s Instruction. Others tell stories of history. Some are songs 
or poems. Others contain warnings. Some tell about Jesus. Others are lett ers to indi-
viduals or groups of people.

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The Bible has two main parts: The Old Testament and The New Testament. Each part 
contains a large group of books. There are thirty-nine books in the Old Testament and 
twenty-seven books in the New Testament.

The Old Testament covers a period of several thousand years. It tells the story 
of Israel, a nation in the Middle East. The Old Testament contains many stories about 
God’s love and mighty acts. This was the Hebrew Bible Jesus learned as a child. There 
are fi ve types of books in the Old Testament (see pages iii-iv to see how these books 
are arranged in the Bible library):

[Instruction] The fi rst fi ve books of the Old Testament contain the history
of God’s people from the creation of the world to Joseph’s leadership of the 
Israelite people. Jewish people call these books the Torah. These books con-
tain the Instruction given to Moses, which God gave the people to help them 
live the way God wanted them to live.

[History] These twelve books tell stories about people who oft en failed to
follow God’s Instruction so God chose leaders to help them. These books are 
fi lled with stories about good and bad leaders. They tell the history of God’s 
people from Joshua’s leadership to the return of the Israelite people from 
exile in Babylon.

[Songs] The book of Psalms is the largest book of the Bible. It contains poems
that were used as songs in Israel’s worship. The poems helped the people praise 
God. Some honest songs complained about things that were going wrong. 

[Wisdom] The four books of wisdom contain poetry and speeches that ex-
press deep human emotions. Some are fi lled with wise sayings. Others are 
fi lled with words of praise to God. Some try to fi gure out what life really 
means.

[Prophets] The seventeen books named for prophets contain God’s mes-
sages to God’s people so they would remember God’s Instruction for living.

How can I fi nd a specifi c place in the Bible?
A Bible reference tells you where to look to fi nd part of a book in the Bible. The fi rst 
thing a Bible reference tells us is which book in the Bible to look up. On pages iii-iv are 
Contents pages listing all the books of the Bible in the order they appear and which 
page each book begins on.

The next thing a Bible reference tells us is what chapter or part of the book to look 
for. The beginning of each chapter in the Bible is marked with a big number.

The last thing a Bible reference tells us is what verse or small part of the chapter to 
look for. Each verse has been given a small number. The next verse begins when you 
come to a new verse number or when you reach the end of a section.

To review, each book in the Bible is divided into chapters and each chapter is divided 
into verses. To fi nd a specifi c Bible passage you need to know what book, chapter, 
and verse to look for.

Why are there two stories of 
creation?   Genesis 1:1–2:25

If you read all the way through Genesis 1 
and 2, you may be asking why there are two stories 
of creation. The first story tells us that the world 
was created in six days and ends with Sabbath, the 
day God rested. The second story begins with the 
garden and tells us that the very first thing God 
created was a human being.

As you read these two stories, notice the dif-
ferent styles of writing. The first story uses a lot 
of repetition. God is a bit distant and commands 
creation. The second story reads like we have 
zoomed in with a camera to get a close-up picture 
of the characters interacting with each other. God 
is much more personal and interacts with creation.

These stories are the work of writers who give 
us their perspectives on the beginning of life. The 
variety of voices invites us to think in different 
ways about the story of God, who lovingly created 
a world for us to live in and enjoy, a world entrusted 
to our care.

enesis tells us that our world began with 
God’s wind sweeping over the waters. 

God spoke and then our world existed—the sun and 
the stars, the plants, the animals, and the people. God 
told the first man and woman to care for everything 
God made, including the beautiful garden in Eden.  
God created Adam and Eve to be partners, to have 
good relationships with God and each other.

This book tells a story of God’s amazing creation 
but also explains the disaster of human sin. Adam and 
Eve didn’t follow God’s command. God sent a giant 
flood, but saved Noah in an ark that floated on the rising
waters. Then God made promises to Abraham and his
children as the first of God’s new people. God sent this
faith-filled follower on a daring journey from the 
distant city of Ur to Canaan, the land that is now Israel.

Genesis also tells the story of Joseph, a boastful 
young man who was sold as a slave by his brothers.  
God made Joseph a leader in Egypt, which made it
possible for him to save Egypt, and then his family,
from famine. In the end, Joseph and his brothers
became friends again.

Genesis says that God created
the world—and the stories show
why.

Genesis 1:3-5
Bible references that have a hyphen between verse numbers want us to read more 
than one verse. In this case, fi nd the book of Genesis, then chapter 1, and read from 
the beginning of verse 3 to the end of verse 5. Stop when you see the small 6. 

Genesis 1:26-27, 31
Bible references that have a comma tell us something diff erent. They’re telling us to 
read just the verses listed. In the reference above, fi nd the fi rst chapter of the book 
of Genesis. Read verses 26 and 27. Then skip verses 28, 29, and 30, but read verse 31.

Genesis 1
Sometimes a Bible reference doesn’t show any verse numbers. In this case the refer-
ence is telling us to read the entire chapter. Find Genesis and read from the beginning 
of the fi rst verse until you reach the number 2 for the next chapter.

One more thing! 

Sometimes you’ll see small lett ers next to certain words or verses. These litt le let-
ters tell us to look to the bott om of the Bible text on a page to learn more. At the bot-
tom of the Bible text there is a matching lett er with the extra information. This extra 
information is called a footnote.

Where do we get started?
The more we read our Bibles the more we learn to treasure God’s word. And the more 
we know God’s word, the smarter we get! Navigation Point! verses are a great way 
to start learning God’s word. Page xi lists the verses we’ll learn together. Start with 
Genesis 1:31 and memorize it. Have a friend or family member quiz you to see how 
you’re doing. Once you have that verse down, move on to the next one. When you fi n-
ish the list, you’ll know more than one hundred forty-fi ve verses of the Bible!

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The King James Version of the Bible was published in 1611. For two centuries the KJV 
competed for readership with the Geneva Bible. However, by the nineteenth century 
in America, the KJV would be described as the “common English Bible,” because it was 
the most widely used translation of Christian scripture. Numerous translations have 
appeared since that time. However, it has proved diffi  cult to combine concern for ac-
curacy and accessibility in one translation that the typical reader or worshipper would 
be able to understand. Therefore, readers in the twenty-fi rst century, four hundred 
years aft er the creation of the KJV, need and deserve a new translation that is suitable 
for personal devotion, for communal worship, and for classroom study.

The Common English Bible (CEB), completed in 2011, is a fresh translation of the 
Bible. Some editions include the Apocrypha that are used in Anglican, Orthodox, and 
Catholic congregations. The translation is sponsored by the Common English Bible 
Committ ee, which is an alliance of denominational publishers, including Presby terian 
(USA), Episcopalian, United Methodist, Disciples of Christ, and United Church of 
Christ representatives.

One hundred twenty biblical scholars from twenty-two faith traditions worked as 
translators for the CEB. In addition, members of seventy-seven reading groups from 
congregations throughout North America reviewed and responded to early draft s of 
the translation. As a result, more than fi ve hundred individuals were integrally involved 
in the preparation of the CEB. These individuals represent the sorts of diversity that 
permit this new translation to speak to people of various religious convictions and 
diff erent social locations.

The translators, reviewers, and editors represent the following faith communities: 
African Methodist Episcopal Church, American Baptist, Anglican, Baptist, Baptist 
General Conference, Church of the Nazarene, Disciples of Christ, Episcopal Church, 
Evangelical Free Church, Evangelical Lutheran Church, Free Methodist, Mennonite, 
Moravian, National Baptist, Presbyterian (USA), Progressive National Baptist, Quaker, 
Reformed Church in America, Reform Judaism, Roman Catholic Church, Seventh-day 
Adventist, United Churches of Christ, and United Methodist. The CEB is truly a Bible 
created by churches and for the Church.

Accuracy and clarity. The CEB translators balance rigorous accuracy in the rendi-
tion of ancient texts with an equally passionate commitment to clarity of expression 
in the target language. Translators create sentences and choose vocabulary that

would be readily understood when the biblical text is read aloud. Two examples illus-
trate this concern for accuracy and clarity.

First, ben ’adam (Hebrew) or huios tou anthrōpou (Greek) are best translated as 
“human being” (rather than “son of man”) except in cases of direct address, where CEB 
renders “human one” (instead of “son of man” or “mortal”; e.g., Ezek 2:1). When ho huios 
tou anthrōpou is used as a title for Jesus, the CEB refers to Jesus as “the Human One.” 
People who have grown accustomed to hearing Jesus refer to himself in the Gospels 
as “the Son of Man” may fi nd this jarring. Why “Human One”? Jesus’ primary language 
would have been Aramaic, so he would have used the Aramaic phrase bar enosha. This 
phrase has the sense of “a human” or “a human such as I.” This phrase was taken over 
into Greek in a phrase that might be translated woodenly as “son of humanity.” However, 
Greek usage oft en refers to “a son of x” in the sense of “one who has the character of x.” 
For example, Luke 10:6 refers in Greek to “a son of peace,” a phrase that has the sense 
of “one who shares in peace.” In Acts 13:10 Paul calls a sorcerer “a son of the devil.” This 
is not a reference to the sorcerer’s actual ancestry, but it serves to identify his charac-
ter. He is devilish—or more simply in English “a devil.” Human or human one represents 
accurately the Aramaic and Greek idioms and refl ects common English usage. Finally, 
many references to Jesus as “the Human One” refer back to Daniel 7:13, where Daniel 
“saw one like a human being” (Greek huios anthropou). By using the title Human One in 
the Gospels and Acts, the CEB preserves this connection to Daniel’s vision.

Second, the phrase “Lord of hosts” (Yahweh sebaoth in Hebrew; Kyrios sabaoth 
in Greek) appears hundreds of times in older Bibles and persists as an idiom in 
translations that preserve King James usage. This archaic translation is no longer 
meaningful to most English speakers. The CEB renders Yahweh Sebaoth and Kyrios 
sabaoth as “Lord of heavenly forces,” which conveys accurately the meaning of the 
Hebrew and Greek phrases by using contemporary English language.

English speakers, especially when telling a story, writing a lett er, or engaging in 
conversation, make frequent use of contractions. As a result, translators have oft en 
used contractions, particularly in direct speech, in the CEB. However, formal genres 
of literature typically do not include contractions. As a result, translators did not 
include contractions in contexts such as (a) formal trials or royal interviews (socially 
formal situations), (b) much divine discourse (e.g., Hos 11:9; Exod 24:12), and (c) poetic 
and/or liturgical discourse (several types of psalms).

Texts. Translators of the Old Testament used as their base text the Masoretic 
Text (MT) as found in Biblia Hebraica Stutt gartensia and the published fascicles 
of Biblia Hebraica Quinta. For some books the Hebrew University Bible Project 
was consulted. Judicious departures from the Masoretic Text, based on ancient 
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xix

manuscript (e.g., reading with the Dead Sea Scrolls in 1 Sam 10:27b or Deut 32:8) and 
versional evidence (e.g., reading with the Septuagint in Gen 4:8), were sometimes 
necessary. In those situations, in which one may postulate two literary editions 
of a biblical book, or in which there are major or lengthy diff erences between the 
Masoretic Text and other texts or versions (e.g., 1 Sam 17), the CEB translated the 
edition that became canon in the Masoretic Text.

Translators of the New Testament used as their base text the eclectic Greek text 
known as Nestle Aland, the twenty-seventh edition, which was published in 1993.

Translators of the Apocrypha faced a more complicated set of choices. Translators 
generally used the base text presented in the Gött ingen Septuagint. For those books 
not yet published in the fascicles of the Gött ingen Septuagint, translators used the 
2006 revised edition of Rahlfs’ Septuaginta, edited by Robert Hanhart. However, 
in those instances in which Hebrew texts have survived and off er a bett er reading 
(e.g., in Sirach and Tobit), the translator noted alternative readings to the Greek 
Septuagint. Second Esdras presents a special problem, explained in a footnote about 
the Latin text.

Footnotes. Translators decided, in certain instances, that they should explain 
their translations or textual decisions. However, notes are kept to a minimum and 
are rendered with utmost concision. Such notes when present off er: (a) evidence 
from ancient texts and versions (e.g., LXX; MT men of); (b) brief philological comment 
(e.g., Heb uncertain); (c) explanations of anomalies in versifi cation (e.g., Acts 8:37: 
Critical editions of the Gk New Testament do not include 8:37 Philip said to him, “If 
you believe with your whole heart, you can be.” The eunuch answered, “I believe that 
Jesus Christ is God’s Son.”); (d) citations of the Old Testament in the New Testament; 
and rarely (e) alternative translations (e.g., Or everyone). In those instances in which 
the Old Testament is cited in the New Testament the quoted text is set in italic font.

Measurements. When possible, the CEB converts linear and spatial dimensions 
to feet and inches. Thus archaic terms such as rods, cubits, spans, handbreadths, and 
fi ngerbreadths are replaced with feet and inches. For example, Genesis 6:15 gives 
the dimensions of Noah’s ark in ’ammah or “forearms.” Most translations since the 
KJV use the archaic English cubit to translate ’ammah: “the length of the ark three 
hundred cubits, its width fi ft y cubits, and its height thirty cubits.” The CEB translates: 
“the length of the ark four hundred fi ft y feet, its width seventy-fi ve feet, and its 
height forty-fi ve feet.”

The CEB prefers to transliterate (rather than translate) measurements of 
capacity, both wet (e.g., bath) and dry (e.g., homer), as well as measurements of 
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weight (e.g., kikkar). When feasible, a footnote is allowed to calculate the rough 
equivalent in a U.S. English measurement, such as quarts.

Monetary values are inherently relative, and prices are constantly changing. 
Therefore, the CEB prefers to transliterate (rather than translate) monetary weights 
(e.g., shekel) and coins (e.g., denarion).

Months in the biblical lunar calendar are transliterated, with a footnote to 
indicate the approximate month or months in the Gregorian solar calendar (e.g., 
Nisan is March-April).

Pronouns. In ancient Hebrew and Greek a pronoun is oft en bound with the verb. If 
the translator is too literal, the English reader loses the antecedent of the pronoun 
so that one cannot tell who is speaking or acting in the sentence or paragraph. This 
problem occurs throughout much biblical literature. The CEB addresses this issue 
by substituting a noun for a pronoun, but only when the antecedent is clear. Because 
this problem and its resolution are so common, the CEB usually does not off er 
footnotes to identify these substitutions. CEB translators also use gender-inclusive 
or neutral syntax for translating pronouns that refer to humans, unless context 
requires otherwise.

Consistency. Although translators oft en try to use the same English word for a 
Hebrew or Greek word, many words in any language off er a breadth of meanings 
that do not readily correlate with a single word in the target language. For example, 
the Hebrew word torah, which has oft en been translated as Law, is oft en bett er 
translated as Instruction. The same could be said for Sheol (Hebrew) or Hades 
(Greek). The CEB translates these two terms as “grave” or “death” or “underworld” or 
“hell,” depending on context. A mechanical selection of any one term for words that 
involve semantic breadth would preclude a translation sensitive to the originating 
literary context.

The women and men who participated in the creation of the CEB hope that those 
who read and study it will fi nd the translation to be an accurate, clear, and inspiring 
version of Christian scripture.

Why are there two stories 
of creation?   Genesis 1:1–2:25

If you read all the way through Genesis 1 
and 2, you may be asking why there are two stories 
of creation. The fi rst story tells us that the world 
was created in six days and ends with Sabbath, the 
day God rested. The second story begins with the 
garden and tells us that the very fi rst thing God 
created was a human being.

As you read these two stories, notice the dif-
ferent styles of writing. The fi rst story uses a lot 
of repetition. God is a bit distant and commands 
creation. The second story reads like we have 
zoomed in with a camera to get a close-up picture 
of the characters interacting with each other. God 
is much more personal and interacts with creation.

These stories are the work of writers who give 
us their perspectives on the beginning of life. The 
variety of voices invites us to think in diff erent 
ways about the story of God, who lovingly created 
a world for us to live in and enjoy, a world entrusted 
to our care.

Why are the trees in the 
garden of Eden important?   
Genesis 2:9

In the second story of creation, we read about two 
trees that were planted in the garden of Eden. 
One tree, sometimes called the tree of life, had 
fruit that would make whoever ate it live forever. 
The fruit on the other tree, sometimes called the 
tree of the knowledge of good and evil, gave the 
person who ate it self-awareness and knowledge 
about life.

Although humans had work to do in the garden, 
they also had freedom to do as they pleased as 
long as they didn’t eat fruit from the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evil. You may know what 
happened next. Eve and Adam did what they 
weren’t supposed to do. They ate the fruit from 
the forbidden tree. Rather than being protected 
from the knowledge of everything good and every-
thing evil, they gained knowledge meant only for 
God. They didn’t have the wisdom to handle this 
knowledge.

This story reminds us that like Eve and 
Adam, we’re all human.

Why did people live so long?   
Genesis 6:1-4

In Genesis humans lived for one hundred 
and twenty years. That’s an amazing fact, espe-
cially since a life span today may be only forty or 
fi ft y years in countries where people don’t have 
access to medical care or healthy living conditions.

As you continue to read stories in the Old Testa-
ment, you will read about people’s long life spans. 
We don’t really know how time was counted when 
these books were writt en or if one hundred and 
twenty years is the same as we count it. In Psalm 
90, which was writt en later than the book of Gen-
esis, a normal lifetime is described as seventy to 
eighty years.

Another way to make sense of longer life spans 
is that the biblical numbers refer to a good long life 
for very important people.  

Imagine a modern-day 
football stadium. The ark 

Noah built would take up 
almost the whole fi eld, stretching from end zone to 
end zone and from one side of the fi eld to the other. 
Plus it would be taller than a three-story building. 
That’s a big boat!

What is a covenant?

Have you ever made a promise to some-
one? Maybe you have said to a friend, or to your 
mom or dad, “I promise, I won’t do that again,” or “I 
promise I will….” A promise is like a covenant. The 
word covenant is used a lot in the Old Testament. 
Aft er the fl ood, God made a covenant with Noah. 
You can read about it in Genesis 9. God promised 
Noah that God would help protect every living 
thing on the earth—people, plants, and animals—
so they would thrive and not be destroyed. 

Another example is in Genesis 15, where God 
made a covenant with Abraham and promised to 
give him land for his family. As you continue to read 
through the Old Testament, you will see this word a 
lot. Whenever God made a covenant with someone 
or with the Israelites, God promised to love them 
and expected them to be faithful and show love 
in return.

could trust God and not be afraid.

Has someone ever broken a promise they made to you? People aren’t 
always able to do what they say they will, but God is diff erent. The next 

time you see a rainbow, remember that when God makes a promise, God 
will keep it.

Abram’s wife was Sarai, and Nahor’s wife 
was Milcah the daughter of Haran, father 
of both Milcah and Iscah.    3 0    Sarai was un-
able to have children.    3 1    Terah took his son 
Abram, his grandson Lot (son of Haran), and 
his son Abram’s wife, Sarai his daughter-
in-law. They left  Ur of the Chaldeans for 
the land of Canaan, and arriving at Haran, 
they sett led there.    3 2    Terah lived 205 years, 
and he died in Haran.  

    Abram’s family moves to Canaan     

2  The   Lord   said to Abram, “Leave your 
land, your family, and your father’s 

household for the land that I will show you.    2    I 
will make of you a great nation and will bless 
you. I will make your name respected, and you 
will be a blessing.

     4    Abram left  just as the   Lord   told him, and 
Lot went with him. Now Abram was 75 years 
old when he left  Haran.    5    Abram took his 
wife Sarai, his nephew Lot, all of their pos-
sessions, and those who became members of 
their household in Haran; and they set out 

Blessing is a big theme in 
the book of Genesis. The 

word blessing appears eighty-
eight times in Genesis. To bless someone was to wish 
good would happen to that person. 

How did we get to be so 
diff erent?   Genesis 11:1-9

You may have heard the story about 
when people all spoke the same language. They 
liked this so much they decided to build a city 
and a tower so they could stay together. But God 
had a bigger plan. God knew it would be bett er 
if everyone on the earth could learn to live with 
diff erence—in language, culture, religion, even 
food. So God mixed up their language and sent 
the people to many places on earth. In doing this, 
God hoped they would learn how to listen to each 
other and live with people who were diff erent from 
themselves.

In many Bibles this section is called “The Tower 
of Babel.” Here it is given the title “Origin of lan-
guages and cultures,” because it is the fi rst story in 
the Bible that helps us understand how we got to 
be so diff erent.

1 1    Just before he arrived in Egypt, he said 
to his wife Sarai, “I know you are a good-look-
ing woman.    1 2    When the Egyptians see you, 
they will say, ‘This is his wife,’ and they will 
kill me but let you live.    1 3    So tell them you are 
my sister so that they will treat me well for 
your sake, and I will survive because of you.” 

    1 4    When Abram entered Egypt, the Egyp-
tians saw how beautiful his wife was.    1 5    When 
Pharaoh’s princes saw her, they praised her 
to Pharaoh; and the woman was taken into 
Pharaoh’s household.    1 6    Things went well for 
Abram because of her: he acquired fl ocks, 
catt le, male donkeys, men servants, women 
servants, female donkeys, and camels.    1 7    Then 
the   Lord   struck Pharaoh and his household 
with severe plagues because of Abram’s wife 
Sarai.    1 8    So Pharaoh summoned Abram and 
said, “What’s this you’ve done to me? Why 
didn’t you tell me she was your wife?    1 9    Why 
did you say, ‘She’s my sister,’ so that I made 
her my wife? Now, here’s your wife. Take her 
and go!”    2 0    Pharaoh gave his men orders con-
cerning Abram, and they expelled him with 
his wife and everything he had.  

   Abram and Lot separate     

   3  Abram went up from Egypt toward the 
arid southern plain with his wife, with 

everything he had, and with Lot.    2    Abram was 
very wealthy in livestock, silver, and gold. 
   3    Abram traveled, making and breaking camp, 

from the arid southern plain to Bethel and 
to the sacred place there, where he had fi rst 
pitched his tent between Bethel and Ai,    4    that 
is, to the place at which he had earlier built 
the altar. There he worshipped in the   Lord  ’s 
name.    5    Now Lot, who traveled with Abram, 
also had fl ocks, catt le, and tents.    6    They had 
so many possessions between them that the 
land couldn’t support both of them. They 
could no longer live together.    7    Confl icts 
broke out between those herding Abram’s 
livestock and those herding Lot’s livestock. 
At that time the Canaanites and the Periz-
zites lived in the land.

1 2    Abram sett led in 
the land of Canaan, and Lot sett led near the 
cities of the valley and pitched his tent close 
to Sodom.    1 3    The citizens of Sodom were very 
evil and sinful against the   Lord  .  

    1 4    Aft er Lot separated from him, the   Lord   
said to Abram, “From the place where you 
are standing, look up and gaze to the north, 
south, east, and west,    1 5    because all the land 
that you see I give you and your descendants 
forever.

   Abram rescues Lot     

4  While Amraphel was king of Shinar, El-
lasar’s King Arioch, Elam’s King Chedor-

laomer, and Goiim’s King Tidal    2    declared war 
on Sodom’s King Bera, Gomorrah’s King Birsha, 
Admah’s King Shinab, Zeboiim’s King Shem-
eber, and the king of Bela, that is, Zoar.    3    These 
latt er kings formed an alliance in the Siddim 
Valley (that is, the Dead Sea   r   ).    4    For twelve 
years they had served Chedorlaomer, and in 
the thirteenth year they revolted.    5    In the four-
teenth year, Chedorlaomer and the kings of 
his alliance came and att acked the Rephaim 
in Ashteroth-karnaim, the Zuzim in Ham, the 
Emim in Shaveh-kiriathaim,    6    and the Horites 
in the mountains of Seir as far as El-paran near 
the desert.    7    Then they turned back, came to 
En-mishpat (that is, Kadesh), and att acked 
the territory of the Amalekites, as well as the 
Amorites who lived in Hazazon-tamar.

  Abram gave Melchizedek one-tenth of 

everything.    2 1    Then the king of Sodom said to 
Abram, “Give me the people and

Does a covenant last 
forever?   Genesis 15

Covenants between God and God’s 
people were always started by God. In a covenant 
with Abram, God promised to give Abram many 
descendants and to give those descendants land. 

Abram agreed to leave on a long journey with his 
family, not knowing what would happen or where he 
would end up. He did this because he believed and 
trusted God. In response to his trust, God made a 
covenant with Abram and his descendants.

Each time God made a covenant with God’s 
people, God promised to be their God and they 
would be God’s people (Exod 6:7; Deut 29:13). No 
matt er how many times God’s people forgot God, 
God always remembered the covenant God had 
made with them. God renewed this promise many 
times and continued to love all humankind just as 
God loves us today.  

The vessel with the fl ame 
that passed between the 

split-open animals showed 
Abram that God would keep God’s promise. Jeremiah 
34:18-20 says when someone sealed a promise by 
walking between the two parts of an animal that had 
been killed and then split in half it meant, “May I die 
and be torn in two if I break this promise.”

What happened to Sodom 
and Gomorrah?   

Genesis 18:16-33

God heard cries of injustice from people in the 
cities of Sodom and Gomorrah and decided to 
destroy those cities because of the sins of the 
people. The people in those two cities didn’t care 
for each other and weren’t living as God wanted 
them to. They weren’t kind or welcoming, and they 
acted violently toward others. When Abraham 
learned of God’s decision, he tried to change God’s 
mind. God listened and agreed that if there were 
ten faithful people, the cities would be saved. But 
ten faithful people could not be found, and so the 
cities were destroyed.

Even more than the story of Adam and Eve in 
the garden of Eden, this story reveals the reality of 
evil and punishment. It teaches about the nature of 
God, who is both a God of compassion and care and 
a God of judgment. The kind of violence that hap-
pened in Sodom and Gomorrah still happens today. 
God sees our lives and actions and is sad when we 
don’t act kindly toward each other.

   Sodom and Gomorrah destroyed   
    2 3    As the sun rose over the earth, Lot ar-

rived in Zoar;    2 4    and the   Lord   rained down 
burning asphalt from the skies onto Sodom 
and Gomorrah.    2 5    The   Lord   destroyed these 
cities, the entire valley, everyone who lived 
in the cities, and all of the fertile land’s veg-
etation.    2 6    When Lot’s wife looked back, she 
turned into a pillar of salt.  

    2 7    Abraham set out early for the place where 
he had stood with the   Lord  ,    2 8    and looked out 
over Sodom and Gomorrah and over all the 
land of the valley. He saw the smoke from the 
land rise like the smoke from a kiln.  

   Origin of Moab and Ammon   
    2 9    When God destroyed the cities in the val-

ley, God remembered Abraham and sent Lot 
away from the disaster that overtook the cit-
ies in which Lot had lived.    3 0    Since Lot had be-
come fearful of living in Zoar, he and his two 
daughters headed up from Zoar and sett led in 

the mountains where he and his two daugh-
ters lived in a cave.    3 1    The older daughter said 
to the younger, “Our father is old, and there 
are no men in the land to sleep with us as is 
the custom everywhere.    3 2    Come on, let’s give 
our father wine to drink, lie down with him, 
and we’ll have children from our father.” 
   3 3    That night they served their father wine, 
and the older daughter went in and lay down 
with her father, without him noticing when 
she lay down or got up.    3 4    The next day the 
older daughter said to the younger, “Since I 
lay down with our father last night, let’s serve 
him wine tonight too, and you go in and lie 
down with him so that we will both have chil-
dren from our father.”

   Abraham and Sarah visit Gerar     

   2  Abraham traveled from there to-
ward the land of the arid southern 

plain, and he sett led as an immigrant in 

A Pillar of Salt   Genesis 19:19-20, 26
Lot, his wife, and daughters fl ed from everything 
that was familiar. Abraham told them that God 
would save them from destruction. However they 
must not look back. Lot’s wife couldn’t resist one 
last look at all that she knew, at all that she would 
never see again. Though she had been instructed not 
to look, she disobeyed. She glanced back and imme-
diately became a pillar of salt. This story reminds us 
that it is important to obey directions when some-
one we trust tells us not to do something, even if we 
don’t understand why.

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kOr he laughs   lOr God has made a joke of me. Everyone who hears about it will laugh at me.

Gerar, between Kadesh and Shur.    2    Abraham 
said of his wife Sarah, “She’s my sister.” So 
King Abimelech of Gerar took her into his 
household.  

    3    But God appeared to Abimelech that 
night in a dream and said to him, “You are as 
good as dead because of this woman you have 
taken. She is a married woman.” 

    4    Now Abimelech hadn’t gone near her, and 
he said, “Lord, will you really put an innocent 
nation to death?    5    Didn’t he say to me, ‘She’s 
my sister,’ and didn’t she—even she—say, ‘He’s 
my brother’? My intentions were pure, and I 
acted innocently when I did this.” 

    6    God said to him in the dream, “I know 
that your intentions were pure when you did 
this.

Abraham Does It Again!   Genesis 20:2-12
More than one time, Abraham put his wife Sarah 
in harm’s way in an eff ort to protect himself. Even 
though God reminded him many times of God’s 
blessing and promise, Abraham’s fear still overcame 
his faith and good judgment. The story of Abraham 
reminds us that even though we may be afraid and 
make bad choices, God won’t give up on us, just as 
God didn’t give up on Abraham.

   Hagar and Ishmael evicted   
    8    The boy grew and stopped nursing. On the 

day he stopped nursing, Abraham prepared a 
huge banquet.    9    Sarah saw Hagar’s son laugh-
ing, the one Hagar the Egyptian had borne 
to Abraham.    1 0    So she said to Abraham, “Send 
this servant away with her son! This servant’s 
son won’t share the inheritance with my 
son Isaac.” 

    1 1    This upset Abraham terribly because the 
boy was his son.    1 2    God said to Abraham, “Don’t 
be upset about the boy and your servant. Do 
everything Sarah tells you to do because your 
descendants will be traced through Isaac. 
   1 3    But I will make of your servant’s son a great 
nation too, because he is also your descen-
dant.”    1 4    Abraham got up early in the morning, 
took some bread and a fl ask of water, and 
gave it to Hagar. He put the boy in her shoul-
der sling and sent her away.

 1 9    Then God opened her eyes, and she saw a 
well. She went over, fi lled the water fl ask, 
and gave the boy a drink.    2 0    God remained 
with the boy; he grew up, lived in the desert, 
and became an expert archer.    2 1    He lived in 
the Paran desert, and his mother found him 
an Egyptian wife.  

   Abraham’s treaty with the Philistines   
    2 2    At that time Abimelech, and Phicol com-

mander of his forces, said to Abraham, “God is 
with you in everything that you do.    2 3    So give 
me your word under God that you won’t cheat 
me, my children, or my descendants. Just as I 
have treated you fairly, so you must treat me 
and the land in which you are an immigrant.” 

    2 4    Abraham said, “I give you my word.” 
 2 5    Then Abraham complained to Abimelech 
about a well that Abimelech’s servants had 
seized.  

    2 6    Abimelech said, “I don’t know who has 
done this, and you didn’t tell me. I didn’t 
even hear about it until today.”    2 7    Abraham 
took fl ocks and catt le, gave them to Abimel-
ech, and the two of them drew up a treaty.   m    
 2 8    Abraham set aside, by themselves, seven 
female lambs from the fl ock.

3 2    Aft er they drew up a 
treaty   o    at Beer-sheba, Abimelech, and Phicol 
commander of his forces, returned to the 
land of the Philistines.    3 3    Abraham planted 
a tamarisk tree in Beer-sheba, and he wor-
shipped there in the name of the   Lord  , El 
Olam.   p       3 4    Abraham lived as an immigrant in 
the Philistines’ land for a long time.

Sometimes bad things happen in our lives. This 
was true for people in the Bible too. Hagar and 
Ishmael were forced to leave their family and live 
in the desert. Before long they were out of water 
and food. Hagar lost hope and was scared that her 
son wouldn’t survive. But the Bible tells us God 
showed her a well she hadn’t seen before. When 
we feel hopeless and afraid, God comes to us and 
shows us a way to survive. With God we are never 
without hope.

    1 5    The   Lord  ’s messenger called out to 
Abraham from heaven a second time    1 6    and 
said, “I give my word as the   Lord   that be-
cause you did this and didn’t hold back your 
son, your only son,    1 7    I will bless you richly 
and I will give you countless descendants, as 
many as the stars in the sky and as the grains 
of sand on the seashore. They will conquer 
their enemies’ cities.    1 8    All the nations of the 
earth will be blessed because of your descen-
dants, because you obeyed me.”    1 9    Aft er Abra-
ham returned to the young men, they got 
up and went to Beer-sheba where Abraham 
lived.  

   Abraham’s nephews in Syria   
    2 0    Aft er these events, Abraham was told: 

“Milcah has now also given birth to sons for 
your brother Nahor.    2 1    They are Uz his oldest 
son, Buz his brother, Kemuel the father of 
Aram,    2 2    Chesed, Hazo, Pildash, Jidlaph, and 
Bethuel.”    2 3    Bethuel became the father of Re-
bekah. These are the eight Milcah bore for 
Nahor, Abraham’s brother.    2 4    His secondary 
wife’s name was Reumah, and she gave birth 
to Tebah, Gaham, Tahash, and Maacah.  

   Sarah’s death and burial site     

   23  Sarah lived to be 127 years old; this 
was how long she lived.    2    She died in 

Why did Abraham almost kill 
his son Isaac?   Genesis 22:1-14

If an adult you trust ever told you to do 
something you just didn’t understand, you know 
a litt le how Isaac and Abraham might have felt 
when God told Abraham to off er Isaac as a sacri-
fi ce. In that ancient time, a few people sacrifi ced 
children to their gods, but this was never part of 
the culture of God’s people. God’s command must 
have seemed just as strange to Abraham as it does 
to us.

But even though it didn’t make sense, both 
Abraham and Isaac chose to be completely obedi-
ent to God. Abraham risked everything, including 
the symbol of God’s promise, and Isaac risked his 
life. The result of their absolute trust in God was 
that God provided a substitute sacrifi ce. Although 
this story is extreme, it shows how important obe-
dience and trust are to God. 
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Kiriath-arba, that is, in Hebron, in the land of 
Canaan; and Abraham cried out in grief and 
wept for Sarah.    3    Aft er he got up from em-
bracing his deceased wife, he spoke with the 
Hitt ites:    4    “I am an immigrant and a temporary 
resident with you. Give me some property for 
a burial plot among you so that I can bury my 
deceased wife near me.” 

    5    The Hitt ites responded to Abraham,    6    “Lis-
ten to us, sir. You are an eminent man of God 
among us. Bury your dead in one of our own 
select burial sites. None of us will keep our 
own burial plots from you to bury your dead.” 

    7    Abraham rose, bowed to the local citizens 
the Hitt ites,    8    and spoke with them: “If you 
yourselves allow me to bury my dead near 
me, listen to me and ask Ephron, Zohar’s son, 
 9    to give me his own cave in Machpelah at the 
edge of his fi eld. Let him give it to me for the 
full price, to be witnessed by you, as my own 
burial property.” 

    1 0    Now Ephron was a native Hitt ite. So Eph-
ron the Hitt ite responded to Abraham pub-
licly in order that the Hitt ites and everyone 
at his city’s gate could hear:    1 1    “No, sir. Listen, 
I will give you the fi eld, and I will give you the 
cave in it. In front of my people’s witnesses, I 
will give it to you. Bury your dead!” 

    1 2    Abraham bowed before the local citi-
zens    1 3    and spoke to Ephron publicly in the 

presence of the local citizens: “If only you 
would accept my off er. I will give you the 
price of the fi eld. Take it from me so that I can 
bury my dead there.” 

    1 4    Ephron responded to Abraham,    1 5    “Sir, 
what is four hundred shekels of silver be-
tween me and you for the land so that you 
can bury your dead?”    1 6    Abraham accepted 
Ephron’s off er and weighed out for Ephron 
the silver he requested publicly before the 
Hitt ites: four hundred shekels of silver at the 
current rate of exchange.  

    1 7    So the fi eld of Ephron in Machpelah near 
Mamre—the fi eld and the cave in it, and all 
the trees within the fi eld’s boundaries—was 
offi  cially transferred    1 8    to Abraham as his 
property in the presence of the Hitt ites and 
of everyone at his city’s gate.    1 9    Aft er this, 
Abraham buried his wife Sarah in the cave 
in the fi eld of Machpelah near Mamre, that 
is, Hebron, in the land of Canaan.    2 0    The fi eld 
and the cave in it were offi  cially transferred 
from the Hitt ites to Abraham as his burial 
property.  

   Isaac marries Rebekah     

24  As the days went by and Abraham 
became older, the   Lord   blessed Abra-

ham in every way.    2    Abraham said to the old-
est servant of his household, who was in 
charge of everything he owned, “Put your 
hand under my thigh.    3    By the   Lord  , God of 
heaven and earth, give me your word that you 
won’t choose a wife for my son from the Ca-
naanite women among whom I live.    4    Go to my 
land and my family and fi nd a wife for my son 
Isaac there.” 

    5    The servant said to him, “What if the 
woman doesn’t agree to come back with me 
to this land? Shouldn’t I take your son back to 
the land you left ?” 

    6    Abraham said to him, “Be sure you don’t 
take my son back there.    7    The   Lord  , God 
of heaven—who took me from my father’s 
household and from my family’s land, 
who spoke with me and who gave me his 
word, saying, ‘I will give this land to your 
descendants’—he will send his messenger in 
front of you, and you will fi nd a wife for my 
son there.    8    If the woman won’t agree to come 
back with you, you will be free from this ob-
ligation to me. Only don’t take my son back 

Weeping and Remembering   Genesis 23:2
When someone we love dies, we feel really sad. We 
remember all the things we did together. One thing 
that can help in these times is sharing stories about 
the person you loved so much. Abraham and Sarah 
probably told stories about their lives to their son 
Isaac. They may have told him again and again how 
they laughed when they found out they were going 
to become parents at such an old age. Isaac and 
his wife Rebekah probably told this story to their 
children, who then told it to their children. Stories 
about Sarah were told so many times that someone 
eventually wrote them down, so no one would ever 
forget how Sarah was part of God’s family. Sharing 
our stories reminds us that God is still with us even 
when we’re sad.

there.”    9    So the servant put his hand under 
his master Abraham’s thigh and gave him his 
word about this mission.  

    1 0    The servant took ten of his master’s 
camels and all of his master’s best provi-
sions, set out, and traveled to Nahor’s city in 
Aram-naharaim.    1 1    He had the camels kneel 
down outside the city at the well in the eve-
ning, when women come out to draw water. 
   1 2    He said, “  Lord  , God of my master Abraham, 
make something good happen for me today 
and be loyal to my master Abraham.    1 3    I will 
stand here by the spring while the daughters 
of the men of the city come out to draw water. 
   1 4    When I say to a young woman, ‘Hand me 
your water jar so I can drink,’ and she says to 
me, ‘Drink, and I will give your camels water 
too,’ may she be the one you’ve selected for 
your servant Isaac. In this way I will know 
that you’ve been loyal to my master.”    1 5    Even 
before he fi nished speaking, Rebekah—
daughter of Bethuel the son of Milcah wife of 
Nahor, Abraham’s brother—was coming out 
with a water jar on her shoulder.    1 6    The young 
woman was very beautiful, old enough to be 
married, and hadn’t known a man intimately. 
She went down to the spring, fi lled her water 
jar, and came back up.  

    1 7    The servant ran to meet her and said, 
“Give me a litt le sip of water from your jar.” 

    1 8    She said, “Drink, sir.” Then she quickly 
lowered the water jar with her hands and 
gave him some water to drink.    1 9    When she 
fi nished giving him a drink, she said, “I’ll draw 
some water for your camels too, till they’ve 
had enough to drink.”    2 0    She emptied her 
water jar quickly into the watering trough, 
ran to the well again to draw water, and drew 
water for all of the camels.    2 1    The man stood 
gazing at her, wondering silently if the   Lord   
had made his trip successful or not.  

    2 2    As soon as the camels had fi nished 
drinking, the man took out a gold ring, weigh-
ing a half shekel,   u    and two gold bracelets for 
her arms, weighing ten shekels.    2 3    He said, 
“Please tell me whose daughter you are. Is 
there room in your father’s house for us to 
spend the night?” 

    2 4    She responded, “I’m the daughter of 
Bethuel, who is the son of Milcah and Nahor.” 

   2 5    She continued, “We have plenty of straw 
and feed for the camels, and a place to spend 
the night.” 

    2 6    The man bowed down and praised the 
  Lord  :    2 7    “Bless the   Lord  , God of my master 
Abraham, who hasn’t given up his loyalty and 
his faithfulness to my master. The   Lord   has 
shown me the way to the household of my 
master’s brother.” 

    2 8    The young woman ran and told her 
mother’s household everything that had 
happened.    2 9    Rebekah had a brother named 
Laban, and Laban ran to the man outside by 
the spring.    3 0    When he had seen the ring and 
the bracelets on his sister’s arms, and when 
he had heard his sister Rebekah say, “This is 
what the man said to me,” he went to the man, 
who was still standing by the spring with his 
camels.    3 1    Laban said, “Come in, favored one of 
the   Lord  ! Why are you standing outside? I’ve 
prepared the house and a place for the cam-
els.”    3 2    So the man entered the house. Then 
Laban unbridled the camels, provided straw 
and feed for them and water to wash his feet 
and the feet of the men with him,    3 3    and set 
out a meal for him.  

 But the man said, “I won’t eat until I’ve said 
something.” 

 Laban replied, “Say it.” 
    3 4    The man said, “I am Abraham’s servant.” 

   3 5    The   Lord   has richly blessed my master, 
has made him a great man, and has given 
him fl ocks, catt le, silver, gold, men servants, 
women servants, camels, and donkeys.    3 6    My 
master’s wife Sarah gave birth to a son for 
my master in her old age, and he’s given him 
everything he owns.    3 7    My master made me 
give him my word: ‘Don’t choose a wife for 
my son from the Canaanite women, in whose 
land I’m living.    3 8    No, instead, go to my father’s 
household and to my relatives and choose a 
wife for my son.’    3 9    I said to my master, ‘What 
if the woman won’t come back with me?’    4 0    He 
said to me, ‘The   Lord  , whom I’ve traveled with 
everywhere, will send his messenger with you 
and make your trip successful; and you will 
choose a wife for my son from my relatives and 
from my father’s household.    4 1    If you go to my 
relatives, you will be free from your obligation 
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to me. Even if they provide no one for you, you 
will be free from your obligation to me.’ 

    4 2    “Today I arrived at the spring, and I said, 
‘  Lord  , God of my master Abraham, if you wish 
to make the trip I’m taking successful,    4 3    when 
I’m standing by the spring and the young 
woman who comes out to draw water and 
to whom I say, “Please give me a litt le drink 
of water from your jar,”    4 4    and she responds 
to me, “Drink, and I will draw water for your 
camels too,” may she be the woman the   Lord   
has selected for my master’s son.’    4 5    Before I 
fi nished saying this to myself, Rebekah came 
out with her water jar on her shoulder and 
went down to the spring to draw water. And 
I said to her, ‘Please give me something to 
drink.’    4 6    She immediately lowered her water 
jar and said, ‘Drink, and I will give your cam-
els something to drink too.’ So I drank and she 
also gave water to the camels.    4 7    Then I asked 
her, ‘Whose daughter are you?’ And she said, 
‘The daughter of Bethuel, Nahor’s son whom 
Milcah bore him.’ I put a ring in her nose and 
bracelets on her arms.    4 8    I bowed and wor-
shipped the   Lord   and blessed the   Lord  , the 
God of my master Abraham, who led me in 
the right direction to choose the granddaugh-
ter of my master’s brother for his son.    4 9    Now 
if you’re loyal and faithful to my master, tell 
me.

    5 0    Laban and Bethuel both responded, “This 
is all the   Lord  ’s doing. We have nothing to 
say about it.    5 1    Here is Rebekah, right in front 
of you. Take her and go. She will be the wife 
of your master’s son, just as the   Lord   said.” 
 5 2    When Abraham’s servant heard what they 
said, he bowed low before the   Lord  .    5 3    The 
servant brought out gold and silver jewelry 
and clothing and gave them to Rebekah. To 
her brother and to her mother he gave the 
fi nest gift s.    5 4    He and the men with him ate 
and drank and spent the night.  

 When they got up in the morning, the ser-
vant said, “See me off  to my master.” 

    5 5    Her brother and mother said, “Let the 
young woman stay with us not more than ten 
days, and aft er that she may go.” 

    5 6    But he said to them, “Don’t delay me. The 
Lord   has made my trip successful. See me off  
so that I can go to my master.” 

    5 7    They said, “Summon the young woman, and 
let’s ask her opinion.”    5 8    They called Rebekah 
and said to her, “Will you go with this man?”

     6 1    Rebekah and her young women got up, 
mounted the camels, and followed the man. 
So the servant took Rebekah and left .  

    6 2    Now Isaac had come from the region 
of   v    Beer-lahai-roi and had sett led in the arid 
southern plain.    6 3    One evening, Isaac went out 
to inspect the pasture,   w    and while staring he 
saw camels approaching.    6 4    Rebekah stared 
at Isaac. She got down from the camel    6 5    and 
said to the servant, “Who is this man walking 
through the pasture to meet us?” 

 The servant said, “He’s my master.” So 
she took her headscarf and covered herself. 
   6 6    The servant told Isaac everything that had 
happened.    6 7    Isaac brought Rebekah into his 
mother Sarah’s tent. He received Rebekah as 
his wife and loved her. So Isaac found comfort 
aft er his mother’s death.

   25  Abraham married another wife, named 
Keturah.    2   The children she bore him 

were Zimran, Jokshan, Medan, Midian, Ish-
bak, and Shuah.    3   Jokshan became the father of 
Sheba and Dedan. Dedan’s sons were Asshurim, 
Letushim, and Leummim.    4   Midian’s sons were 
Ephah, Epher, Enoch, Abida, and Eldaah. All 
of these were Keturah’s sons.    5   Abraham gave 
everything he owned to Isaac.    6   To the sons of 
Abraham’s secondary wives, Abraham gave 
gift s and, while he was still living, sent them 
away from his son Isaac to land in the east.

    7    Abraham lived to the age of 175.    8    Abra-

ham took his last breath and died aft er a 
good long life, a content old man, and he was 
placed with his ancestors.

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which is in the fi eld of Zohar’s son Ephron the 
Hitt ite, near Mamre.    1 0    Thus Abraham and his 
wife Sarah were both buried in the fi eld Abra-
ham had purchased from the Hitt ites.    1 1    Aft er 
Abraham’s death, God blessed his son Isaac, 
and Isaac lived in Beer-lahai-roi.  

   Ishmael’s descendants   
    1 2    These are the descendants of Ishmael, 

Abraham’s son, whom Hagar the Egyptian, 
Sarah’s servant, bore for Abraham.    1 3    These 
are the names of Ishmael’s sons, by their 
names and according to their birth order: Ne-
baioth, Ishmael’s oldest son; Kedar; Adbeel; 
Mibsam;    1 4    Mishma; Dumah; Massa;    1 5    Hadad; 
Tema; Jetur; Naphish; and Kedemah.    1 6    These 
are Ishmael’s sons. These are their names by 
their villages and their sett lements: twelve 
tribal leaders according to their tribes.    1 7    Ish-
mael lived to the age of 137. He took his last 
breath and died, and was placed with his an-
cestors.    1 8    He established camps   x    from Havilah 
to Shur, which is near Egypt on the road to As-
syria. He died   y    among all of his brothers.

    1 9    These are the descendants of Isaac, Abra-

ham’s son. Abraham became the father of 
Isaac.    2 0    Isaac was 40 years old when he mar-
ried Rebekah the daughter of Bethuel the Ar-
amean and the sister of Laban the Aramean, 
from Paddan-aram.    2 1    Isaac prayed to the   Lord   
for his wife, since she was unable to have chil-
dren. The   Lord   was moved by his prayer, and 
his wife Rebekah became pregnant.    2 2    But the 
boys pushed against each other inside of her, 
and she said, “If this is what it’s like, why did it 
happen to me?”   z    

 So she went to ask the   Lord  .    2 3    And the 
  Lord   said to her,   

    “Two nations are in your womb; 
   two diff erent peoples will emerge 

from your body. 
   One people will be stronger   than the other; 
   the older will serve the younger.” 

     2 4    When she reached the end of her preg-
nancy, she discovered that she had twins. 
   2 5    The fi rst came out red all over, clothed with 
hair, and she named him Esau.    2 6    Immediately 
aft erward, his brother came out gripping Es-
au’s heel, and she named him Jacob. Isaac was 
60 years old when they were born.  

   Jacob acquires the oldest son’s rights   
    2 7    When the young men grew up, Esau be-

came an outdoorsman who knew how to hunt, 
and Jacob became a quiet man who stayed at 
home.    2 8    Isaac loved Esau because he enjoyed 
eating game, but Rebekah loved Jacob.    2 9    Once 
when Jacob was boiling stew, Esau came in 
from the fi eld hungry    3 0    and said to Jacob, 
“I’m starving! Let me devour some of this red 
stuff .” That’s why his name is Edom.   a    

    3 1    Jacob said, “Sell me your birthright   b    today.” 
    3 2    Esau said, “Since I’m going to die anyway, 

what good is my birthright to me?” 
    3 3    Jacob said, “Give me your word today.” 

And he did. He sold his birthright to Jacob. 
   3 4    So Jacob gave Esau bread and lentil stew. He 
ate, drank, got up, and left , showing just how 
litt le he thought of his birthright.  

A Costly Bowl of Soup   Genesis 25:29-33
Jacob came to Esau with a delicious bowl of soup 
right at mealtime. The soup smelled good, and Esau 
was hungry. But before Jacob gave Esau the soup, he 
told Esau to sell him his birthright, which Esau did. 
Esau gave away something very important and long-
lasting for the temporary joy of a full belly. There are 
times when it’s important to practice self-control 
and wait for what we want. This can be hard to do, 
but waiting for what matt ers is important. It’s much 
bett er than making an impulsive decision that has no 
lasting value.

    3 8    Esau said to his father, “Do you really 
have only one blessing, Father? Bless me too, 
my father!” And Esau wept loudly.  

    3 9    His father Isaac responded and said 
to him,

    Jacob sent away for protection   
    4 1    Esau was furious at Jacob because his 

father had blessed him, and Esau said to 
himself, When the period of mourning for 
the death of my father is over, I will kill my 
brother.  

    4 2    Rebekah was told what her older son 
Esau was planning, so she summoned her 
younger son Jacob and said to him, “Esau your 
brother is planning revenge. He plans to kill 
you.    4 3    So now, my son, listen to me: Get up and 
escape to my brother Laban in Haran.    4 4    Live 
with him for a short while until your brother’s 
rage subsides,    4 5    until your brother’s anger at 
you goes away and he forgets what you did to 
him. Then I will send for you and bring you 
back from there. Why should I suff er the loss 
of both of you on one day?” 

    4 6    Rebekah then said to Isaac, “I really 
loathe these Hitt ite women. If Jacob marries 
one of the Hitt ite women, like the women of 
this land, why should I go on living?”   

   28  So Isaac summoned Jacob, blessed 
him, and gave him these orders: “Don’t 

marry a Canaanite woman.    2    Get up and go to 
Paddan-aram, to the household of Bethuel, 
your mother’s father, and once there, marry 
one of the daughters of Laban, your mother’s 

brother.    3    God Almighty   m    will bless you, make 
you fertile, and give you many descendants so 
that you will become a large group of peoples. 
   4    He will give you and your descendants Abra-
ham’s blessing so that you will own the land 
in which you are now immigrants, the land 
God gave to Abraham.”

1 2    He 
dreamed and saw a raised staircase, its foun-
dation on earth and its top touching the sky, 
and God’s messengers were ascending and 
descending on it.    1 3    Suddenly the   Lord   was 
standing on it   n    and saying, “I am the   Lord  , 
the God of your father Abraham and the God 
of Isaac. I will give you and your descendants 
the land on which you are lying.    1 4    Your de-
scendants will become like the dust of the 
earth; you will spread out to the west, east, 
north, and south. Every family of earth will be 
blessed because of you and your descendants.

entrance to heaven.    1 8    Aft er Jacob got up early 
in the morning, he took the stone that he had 
put near his head, set it up as a sacred pillar, 
and poured oil on the top of it.    1 9    He named 
that sacred place Bethel,   o    though Luz was the 
city’s original name.    2 0    Jacob made a solemn 
promise: “If God is with me and protects me 
on this trip I’m taking, and gives me bread to 
eat and clothes to wear,    2 1    and I return safely 
to my father’s household, then the   Lord   will 
be my God.    2 2    This stone that I’ve set up as a 
sacred pillar will be God’s house, and of every-
thing you give me I will give a 
tenth back to you.” 

   Jacob meets Rachel     

   29  Jacob got to his feet and set out for the 
land of the easterners.    2    He saw a well 

in the fi eld in front of him, near which three 
fl ocks of sheep were lying down. That well 
was their source for water because the fl ocks 
drank from that well. A huge stone covered 
the well’s opening.    3    When all of the fl ocks 
were gathered there, the shepherds would 
roll the stone from the well’s opening, water 
the sheep, and return the stone to its place 
at the well’s opening.    4    Jacob said to them, 
“Where are you from, my brothers?”

   Jacob marries Leah and Rachel   
 Aft er Jacob had stayed with Laban for a 

month,    1 5    Laban said to Jacob, “You shouldn’t 
have to work for free just because you are 
my relative. Tell me what you would like to 
be paid.” 

    1 6    Now Laban had two daughters: the older 
was named Leah and the younger Rachel. 
 1 7    Leah had delicate eyes,   q    but Rachel had 
a beautiful fi gure and was good-looking. 
 1 8    Jacob loved Rachel and said, “I will work for 
you for seven years for Rachel, your younger 
daughter.” 

    1 9    Laban said, “I’d rather give her to you 
than to another man. Stay with me.” 

    2 0    Jacob worked for Rachel for seven years, 
but it seemed like a few days because he loved 
her.    2 1    Jacob said to Laban, “The time has come. 
Give me my wife so that I may sleep with her.” 
 2 2    So Laban invited all the people of that 
place and prepared a banquet.    2 3    However, in 
the evening, he took his daughter Leah and 
brought her to Jacob, and he slept with her. 
   2 4    Laban had given his servant Zilpah to his 
daughter Leah as her servant.    2 5    In the morn-
ing, there she was—Leah! Jacob said to Laban,

Jacob had an amazing experience of God. One night 
he woke up and realized he was in a place fi lled with 
God’s presence. To mark the place and experience, 
he set up a stone as a sacred pillar, pouring oil on 
top of it. That experience gave Jacob the courage 
and resolve to go on his way, knowing God would be 
with him wherever he went.

Then I will give   r    you this other woman too for 
your work, if you work for me seven more 
years.”    2 8    So that is what Jacob did. He com-
pleted the celebratory week with this woman, 
and then Laban gave him his daughter Rachel 
as his wife.    2 9    Laban had given his servant 
Bilhah to his daughter Rachel as her servant. 
   3 0    Jacob slept with Rachel, and he loved Ra-
chel more than Leah. He worked for Laban 
seven more years.

    3 1    When the   Lord   saw that Leah was un-

loved, he opened her womb; but Rachel was 
unable to have children.    3 2    Leah became preg-
nant and gave birth to a son. She named him 
Reuben   s    because she said, “The   Lord   saw 
my harsh treatment, and now my husband 
will love me.”    3 3    She became pregnant again 
and gave birth to a son. She said, “The   Lord   
heard that I was unloved, so he gave me this 
son too,” and she named him Simeon.   t       3 4    She 
became pregnant again and gave birth to a 
son. She said, “Now, this time my husband 
will embrace me,   u    since I have given birth to 
three sons for him.” So she named him Levi.   v    
   3 5    She became pregnant again and gave birth 
to a son. She said, “This time I will praise the 
  Lord  .” So she named him Judah.   w    Then she 
stopped bearing children.    

   3  When Rachel realized that she could 
bear Jacob no children, Rachel be-

came jealous of her sister and said to Jacob, 
“Give me children! If you don’t, I may as well 
be dead.” 

    2    Jacob was angry at Rachel and said, “Do 
you think I’m God? God alone has kept you 
from giving birth!” 

    3    She said, “Here’s my servant Bilhah. Sleep 
with her, and she will give birth for me. Be-
cause of her, I will also have children.”    4    So 
Rachel gave her servant Bilhah to Jacob as his 

wife, and he slept with her.    5    Bilhah became 
pregnant and gave birth to a son for Jacob. 
   6    Rachel said, “God has judged in my favor, 
heard my voice, and given me a son.” So she 
named him Dan.   x       7    Rachel’s servant Bilhah 
became pregnant again and gave birth to a 
second son for Jacob.    8    Rachel said, “I’ve com-
peted fi ercely with my sister, and now I’ve 
won.” So she named him Naphtali.   y    

    9    When Leah realized that she had stopped 
bearing children, she took her servant Zilpah 
and gave her to Jacob as his wife.    1 0    Leah’s ser-
vant Zilpah gave birth to a son for Jacob,    1 1    and 
Leah said, “What good luck!” So she named 
him Gad.   z       1 2    Leah’s servant Zilpah gave birth 
to a second son for Jacob,    1 3    and Leah said, “I’m 
happy now because women call me happy.” So 
she named him Asher.   a    

    1 4    During the wheat harvest, Reuben found 
some erotic herbs   b    in the fi eld and brought 
them to his mother Leah. Rachel said to Leah, 
“Give me your son’s erotic herbs.” 

    1 5    Leah replied, “Isn’t it enough that you’ve 
taken my husband? Now you want to take my 
son’s erotic herbs too?” 

 Rachel said, “For your son’s erotic herbs, 
Jacob   c    may sleep with you tonight.” 

    1 6    When Jacob came back from the fi eld in 
the evening, Leah went out to meet him and 
said, “You must sleep with me because I’ve 
paid for you with my son’s erotic herbs.” So he 
slept with her that night.  

    1 7    God responded to Leah. She became 
pregnant and gave birth to a fi ft h son for 
Jacob.    1 8    Leah said, “God gave me what I paid 
for, what I deserved for giving my servant to 
my husband.” So she named him Issachar.   d

   1 9    Leah became pregnant again and gave birth 
to a sixth son for Jacob,    2 0    and she said, “God 
has given me a wonderful gift . Now my hus-
band will honor me since I’ve borne him six 
sons.” So she named him Zebulun.   e       2 1    Aft er 
this, she gave birth to a daughter and named 
her Dinah.  

    2 2    Then God remembered Rachel, responded 
to her, and let her conceive.    2 3    She became 
pregnant and gave birth to a son and said, 
“God has taken away my shame.”    2 4    She named 
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him Joseph,   f    saying to herself, May the   Lord   
give me another son.  

   God blesses Jacob and Laban   
    2 5    Aft er Rachel gave birth to Joseph, Jacob 

said to Laban, “Send me off  so that I can go 
to my own place and my own country.    2 6    Give 
me my wives and children whom I’ve worked 
for, and I will go. You know the work I’ve done 
for you.” 

    2 7    Laban said to him, “Do me this favor. I’ve 
discovered by a divine sign that the   Lord   has 
blessed me because of you,    2 8    so name your 
price and I will pay it.” 

    2 9    Jacob said to him, “You know how I’ve 
worked for you, and how well your livestock 
have done with me.    3 0    While in my care, what 
litt le you had has multiplied a great deal. 
The   Lord   blessed you wherever I took your 
livestock.   g    Now, when will I be able to work 
for my own household too?” 

    3 1    Laban said, “What will I pay you?” 
 Jacob said, “Don’t pay me anything. If you 

will do this for me, I will take care of your 
fl ock again, and keep a portion.   h       3 2    I will go 
through the entire fl ock today, taking out 
all of the speckled and spott ed sheep, all of 
the black male lambs, and all of the spot-
ted and speckled female goats. That will be 
my price.    3 3    I will be completely honest with 
you: when you come to check on our agree-
ment, every female goat with me that isn’t 
speckled or spott ed and every male lamb 
with me that isn’t black will be considered 
stolen.” 

    3 4    Laban said, “All right; let’s do it.”    3 5    How-
ever, on that very day Laban took out the 
striped and spott ed male goats and all of 
the speckled and spott ed female goats—any 
with some white in it—and all of the black 
male lambs, and gave them to his sons.    3 6    He 
put a three-day trip between himself and 
Jacob, while Jacob was watching the rest of 
Laban’s fl ock.  

    3 7    Then Jacob took new branches from pop-
lar, almond, and plane trees; and he peeled 
white stripes on them, exposing the branches’ 
white color.    3 8    He set the branches that he had 
peeled near the watering troughs so that they 
were in front of the fl ock when they drank, 

because they oft en mated when they came to 
drink.    3 9    When the fl ock mated in front of the 
branches, they gave birth to striped, speck-
led, and spott ed young.    4 0    Jacob sorted out the 
lambs, turning the fl ock to face the striped 
and black ones in Laban’s fl ock but keeping 
his fl ock separate, sett ing them apart from 
Laban’s fl ock.    4 1    Whenever the strongest of 
the fl ock mated, Jacob put the branches in 
front of them near the watering troughs so 
that they mated near the branches.    4 2    But 
he didn’t put branches up for the weakest 
of the fl ock. So the weakest became Laban’s 
and the strongest Jacob’s.    4 3    The man Jacob 
became very, very rich: he owned large 
fl ocks, female and male servants, camels, 
and donkeys.  

How was Jacob able to 
have more than one wife?   
Genesis 30

When you read about Jacob and his wives Leah, 
Rachel, Zilpah, and Bilhah, you may wonder why 
he had so many of them. Jacob met and fell in love 
with Rachel fi rst, but her father made him work 
seven years before he could marry her. Then he 
tricked Jacob into marrying Leah instead. Jacob 
had to work seven more years before he could 
marry Rachel.

Being married to more than one woman might 
sound very strange today, because women are now 
equal to men. But in Jacob’s time a family’s survival 
depended on having many children to help with the 
work. They also didn’t have medicine and doctors 
like we do, so not all babies lived to become adults. 
It was common and accepted in that culture for a 
man to have several wives.

When Rachel had no children, she felt a sense 
of failure. In that culture, one way Rachel could be 
respected as a woman was to allow her servant to 
become another one of Jacob’s wives so that they 
could have children. Any children Rachel’s servant 
had would be Jacob’s children and hers as well. 

Fortunately, Rachel’s story had a happy ending. 
She fi nally had a son, whom she named Joseph. 
More important, all the sons born to Jacob and his 
wives were important to the future of the Israel-
ites. Each of his twelve sons became an ancestor 
of a tribe of Israel.  
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   Jacob’s household leaves Laban     

   3  Jacob heard that Laban’s sons were say-
ing, “Jacob took everything our father 

owned and from it he produced all of this 
wealth.”    2    And Jacob saw that Laban no longer 
liked him as much as he used to.  

    3    Then the   Lord   said to Jacob, “Go back to 
the land of your ancestors and to your rela-
tives, and I will be with you.” 

    4    So Jacob sent for Rachel and Leah and 
summoned them into the fi eld where his 
fl ock was.    5    He said to them, “I am aware that 
your father no longer likes me as much as he 
used to. But my father’s God has been with me. 
   6    You know that I’ve worked for your father 
as hard as I could.    7    But your father cheated 
me and changed my payment ten times. Yet 
God didn’t let him harm me.    8    If he said, ‘The 
speckled ones will be your payment,’ the 
whole fl ock gave birth to speckled young. And 
if he said, ‘The striped ones will be your pay-
ment,’ the whole fl ock gave birth to striped 
young.    9    God took away your father’s livestock 
and gave them to me.    1 0    When the fl ocks were 
mating, I looked up and saw in a dream that 
the male goats that mounted the fl ock were 
striped, speckled, and spott ed.    1 1    In the dream, 
God’s messenger said to me, ‘Jacob!’ and I said, 
‘I’m here.’    1 2    He said, ‘Look up and watch all 
the striped, speckled, and spott ed male goats 
mounting the fl ock. I’ve seen everything that 
Laban is doing to you.    1 3    I am the God of Bethel, 
where you anointed a sacred pillar and where 
you made a solemn promise to me. Now, get 
up and leave this country and go back to the 
land of your relatives.’ ” 

    1 4    Rachel and Leah answered him, “Is there 
any share or inheritance left  for us in our 
father’s household?    1 5    Doesn’t he think of us 
as foreigners since he sold us and has even 
used up the payment he received for us?    1 6    All 
of the wealth God took from our father be-
longs to us and our children. Now, do every-
thing God told you to do.” 

    1 7    So Jacob got up, put his sons and wives 
on the camels,    1 8    and set out with all of his 
livestock and all of his possessions that he 
had acquired   i    in Paddan-aram in order to 
return to his father Isaac in the land of Ca-
naan.    1 9    Now, while Laban was out shearing 

his sheep, Rachel stole the household’s divine 
images that belonged to her father.    2 0    More-
over, Jacob deceived Laban the Aramean by 
not sending word to him that he was leaving. 
   2 1    So Jacob and his entire household left . He 
got up, crossed the river, and set out directly 
for the mountains of Gilead.  

    2 2    Three days later, Laban found out that 
Jacob had gone,    2 3    so Laban took his brothers 
with him, chased Jacob for seven days, and 
caught up with him in the mountains of Gil-
ead.    2 4    That night, God appeared to Laban the 
Aramean in a dream and said, “Be careful and 
don’t say anything hastily to Jacob one way or 
the other.” 

    2 5    Laban reached Jacob aft er Jacob had 
pitched his tent in the mountains. So Laban 
and his brothers also pitched theirs in the 
mountains of Gilead.    2 6    Laban said to Jacob, 
“What have you done? You have deceived me 
and taken off  with my daughters as if they 
were prisoners of war.    2 7    Why did you leave 
secretly, deceiving me, and not lett ing me 
know? I would’ve sent you off  with a celebra-
tion, with songs and tambourines and harps. 
   2 8    You didn’t even let me kiss my sons and my 
daughters good-bye. Now you’ve acted like 
a fool,    2 9    and I have the power to punish you. 
However, your father’s God told me yester-
day, ‘Be careful and don’t say anything hast-
ily to Jacob one way or the other.’    3 0    You’ve 
rushed off  now because you missed your 
father’s household so much, but why did you 
steal my gods?” 

    3 1    Jacob responded to Laban, “I was afraid 
and convinced myself that you would take 
your daughters away from me.    3 2    Whomever 
you fi nd with your divine images won’t live. 
Identify whatever I have that is yours, in front 
of your brothers, and take it.” Jacob didn’t 
know that Rachel had stolen them.    3 3    Laban 
went into Jacob’s tent, Leah’s tent, and her 
two servants’ tent and didn’t fi nd them.  

 So he left  Leah’s tent and went into Ra-
chel’s.    3 4    Now Rachel had taken the divine 
images and put them into the camel’s saddle-
bag and sat on them. Laban felt around in the 
whole tent but couldn’t fi nd them.    3 5    Rachel 
said to her father, “Sir, don’t be angry with 
me because I can’t get up for you; I’m having 
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my period.” He searched but couldn’t fi nd the 
divine images.  

    3 6    Jacob was angry and complained to 
Laban, “What have I done wrong and what’s 
my crime that you’ve tracked me down like 
this?    3 7    You’ve now felt through all of my bag-
gage, and what have you found from your 
household’s belongings? Put it in front of our 
relatives, and let them decide between us. 
   3 8    For these twenty years I’ve been with you, 
your female sheep and goats haven’t miscar-
ried, and I haven’t eaten your fl ock’s rams. 
   3 9    When animals were killed, I didn’t bring 
them to you but took the loss myself. You de-
manded compensation from me for any ani-
mals poached during the day or night.    4 0    The 
dry heat consumed me during the day, and the 
frost at night; I couldn’t sleep.    4 1    I’ve now spent 
twenty years in your household. I worked for 
fourteen years for your two daughters and 
for six years for your fl ock, and you changed 
my pay ten times.    4 2    If the God of my father—
the God of Abraham and the awesome one 
of Isaac—hadn’t been with me, you’d have no 
doubt sent me away without anything. God 
saw my harsh treatment and my hard work 
and reprimanded you yesterday.” 

   Jacob and Laban’s treaty   
    4 3    Laban responded and told Jacob, “The 

daughters are my daughters, the children 
are my children, and the fl ocks are my fl ocks. 
Everything you see is mine. But what can I 
do now about my daughters and about their 
sons?    4 4    Come, let’s make a treaty, you and me, 
and let something be our witness.”   j    

    4 5    So Jacob took a stone, set it up as a sa-
cred pillar,    4 6    and said to his relatives, “Gather 
stones.” So they took stones, made a mound, 
and ate there near the mound.    4 7    Laban called 
it Jegar-sahadutha,   k    but Jacob called it Galeed.   l    

    4 8    Laban said, “This mound is our witness 
today,” and, therefore, he too named it Gal-
eed.    4 9    He also named it Mizpah,   m    because he 
said, “The   Lord   will observe both of us when 
we are separated from each other.    5 0    If you 
treat my daughters badly and if you marry 
other women, though we aren’t there, know 
that God observed our witness.” 

    5 1    Laban said to Jacob, “Here is this mound 
and here is the sacred pillar that I’ve set up 
for us.    5 2    This mound and the sacred pillar 
are witnesses that I won’t travel beyond this 
mound and that you won’t travel beyond this 
mound and this pillar to do harm.    5 3    The God 
of Abraham and the God of Nahor   n    will keep 
order between us.” So Jacob gave his word in 
the name of the awesome one of his father 
Isaac.    5 4    Jacob off ered a sacrifi ce on the 
mountain, and invited his relatives to a meal. 
They ate together and spent the night on the 
mountain.    5 5       o   Laban got up early in the morn-
ing, kissed his sons and daughters, blessed 
them, and left  to go back to his own place.  

   Jacob prepares to meet Esau     

32  Jacob went on his way, and God’s mes-
sengers approached him.    2    When Jacob 

saw them, he said, “This is God’s camp,” and he 
named that sacred place Mahanaim.   p       3    Jacob 
sent messengers ahead of him to his brother 
Esau, toward the land of Seir, the open coun-
try of Edom.    4    He gave them these orders: “Say 
this to my master Esau. This is the message of 
your servant Jacob: ‘I’ve lived as an immigrant 
with Laban, where I’ve stayed till now.    5    I own 
catt le, donkeys, fl ocks, men servants, and 
women servants.

    9    Jacob said, “  Lord  , God of my father Abra-
ham, God of my father Isaac, who said to me, ‘Go 
back to your country and your relatives, and 
I’ll make sure things go well for you,’    1 0    I don’t 
deserve how loyal and truthful you’ve been to 
your servant. I went away across the Jordan 
with just my staff , but now I’ve become two 
camps.

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you, and I will make your descendants like 
the sand of the sea, so many you won’t be able

    1 3    Jacob spent that night there. From what 
he had acquired, he set aside a gift  for his 
brother Esau:    1 4    two hundred female goats 
and twenty male goats, two hundred ewes 

and twenty rams,    1 5    thirty nursing camels 
with their young, forty cows and ten bulls, 
and twenty female donkeys and ten male 
donkeys.    1 6    He separated these herds and gave 
them to his servants. He said to them, “Go 
ahead of me and put some distance between 
each of the herds.”    1 7    He ordered the fi rst 
group, “When my brother Esau meets you and 
asks you, ‘Who are you with? Where are you 
going? And whose herds are these in front of 
you?’    1 8    say, ‘They are your servant Jacob’s, a 
gift  sent to my master Esau. And Jacob is ac-
tually right behind us.’ ”    1 9    He also ordered the 
second group, the third group, and everybody 
following the herds, “Say exactly the same 
thing to Esau when you fi nd him.    2 0    Say also, 
‘Your servant Jacob is right behind us.’ ” Jacob 
thought, I may be able to pacify Esau with the 
gift  I’m sending ahead. When I meet him, per-
haps he will be kind to me.    2 1    So Jacob sent the 
gift  ahead of him, but he spent that night in 
the camp.  

   Jacob wrestles with God   
    2 2    Jacob got up during the night, took his 

two wives, his two women servants, and his 
eleven sons, and crossed the Jabbok River’s 
shallow water.    2 3    He took them and every-
thing that belonged to him, and he helped 
them cross the river.    2 4    But Jacob stayed apart 
by himself, and a man wrestled with him 
until dawn broke.    2 5    When the man saw that 
he couldn’t defeat Jacob, he grabbed Jacob’s 
thigh and tore a muscle in Jacob’s thigh as he 
wrestled with him.    2 6    The man said, “Let me go 
because the dawn is breaking.”

3 1    The sun 
rose as Jacob passed Penuel, limping because 
of his thigh.    3 2    Therefore, Israelites don’t eat 
the tendon att ached to the thigh muscle to 
this day, because he grabbed Jacob’s thigh 
muscle at the tendon.  

   Esau forgives Jacob     

   33  Jacob looked up and saw Esau ap-
proaching with four hundred men. 

Jacob divided the children among Leah, Ra-
chel, and the two women servants.    2    He put 
the servants and their children fi rst, Leah 
and her children aft er them, and Rachel and 
Joseph last.    3    He himself went in front of them 
and bowed to the ground seven times as he 
was approaching his brother.

The blessing God gave Jacob was a new 
name, Israel. Jacob knew he hadn’t been wrestling a 
stranger but had actually seen God face-to-face.

   34  Dinah, the daughter whom Leah had 
borne to Jacob, went out to meet the 

women of that country.    2    When Shechem the 
son of the Hivite Hamor and the country’s 
prince saw her, he took her, slept with her, 
and humiliated her.    3    He was drawn to Dinah, 
Jacob’s daughter. He loved the young woman 
and tried to win her heart.    4    Shechem said to 
his father Hamor, “Get this girl for me as my 
wife.”    5    Now Jacob heard that Shechem defi led 
his daughter Dinah; but his sons were with 
the animals in the countryside, so he decided 
to keep quiet until they got back.    6    Meanwhile, 
Hamor, Shechem’s father, went out to Jacob 
to speak with him.    7    Just then, Jacob’s sons 
got back from the countryside. When they 
heard what had happened, they were deeply 
off ended and very angry, because Shechem 
had disgraced Israel by sleeping with Jacob’s 
daughter.

Jacob expected to be killed for the ways in which 
he had wronged his brother Esau. Instead, Esau 
ran to meet Jacob and gave him a big hug. If you’ve 
ever expected to be punished for something you 
did wrong but were forgiven instead, you know 
how Jacob must have felt. Being welcomed with 
forgiveness when we expect anger or punishment 
is an unexpected joy. Forgiveness is an amazing gift  
both to off er and to receive.  

Forgiveness
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said to them, “We can’t do this, allowing our 
sisters to marry uncircumcised men, because 
it’s disgraceful to us.    1 5    We can only agree to 
do this if you circumcise every male as we do. 
   1 6    Then we will give our daughters to you, and 
we will take your daughters for ourselves. 
We will live with you and be one people.    1 7    But 
if you don’t listen to us and become circum-
cised, we will take our daughter and leave.” 

    1 8    Their idea seemed like a good one to 
Hamor and Hamor’s son Shechem.    1 9    The 
young man didn’t waste any time doing this 
because he liked Jacob’s daughter so much. 
He was more respected than anyone else in 
his father’s household.    2 0    Hamor and his son 
Shechem went to their city’s gate and spoke 
to the men of their city:    2 1    “These men want 
peace with us.

   35  God said to Jacob, “Get up, go to Bethel, 
and live there. Build an altar there to 

the God who appeared to you when you ran 
away from your brother Esau.” 

    2    Jacob said to his household and to every-
one who was with him, “Get rid of the foreign 
gods you have with you. Clean yourselves 
and change your clothes.    3    Then let’s rise and 
go up to Bethel so that I can build an altar 
there to the God who answered 
me when I was in trouble and 

Dinah, Jacob’s daughter, 
is hurt   Genesis 34

In a very violent story, Jacob’s only daughter 
Dinah was att acked by a man who wanted to marry 
her. This behavior is just as hard to hear about and 
understand in the Bible as it is when violent acts 
happen to people today. It’s important to under-
stand that the same questions and emotions we 
have when bad things happen were also present 
in Bible times. And just as we would today, people 
close to Dinah wanted revenge. However, Jacob 
didn’t believe violence would resolve confl ict, so 
he didn’t allow his sons, Simeon and Levi, to inherit 
his estate because he knew they had violently at-
tacked the man who hurt their sister. 

The world Dinah lived in was dominated by men. 
Fathers, brothers, or husbands were responsible 
for the care of wives, daughters, and sisters. All 
we hear in this story is a description of what hap-
pened and the response of Dinah’s family. We’re 
left  to wonder what this woman thought and how 
she reacted to this situation. But we can be sure 
she experienced emotions as varied and deep as 
our own. 

New Purpose   Genesis 35:1-7
God told Jacob to go to Bethel, live there, and build 
an altar. Jacob did what God asked. With a renewed 
sense of purpose he did everything he could to be 
obedient to God, who had done so much for him. 
Not only did Jacob become more obedient to God, 
he also made sure everyone in his household did 
the same. In the past Jacob had been full of tricks 
and cheating, but in this story he was ready to live 
in obedience to God and follow God’s commands.

Jacob’s family
2 2While Israel stayed in that place, Reuben 

went and slept with Bilhah his father’s sec-
ondary wife, and Israel heard about it. 

Jacob had twelve sons. 2 3The sons of Leah 
were Reuben, Jacob’s oldest son, and Simeon, 
Levi, Judah, Issachar, and Zebulun. 2 4The sons 
of Rachel were Joseph and Benjamin. 2 5The 
sons of Bilhah, Rachel’s servant, were Dan 
and Naphtali. 2 6The sons of Zilpah, Leah’s ser-
vant, were Gad and Asher. These were Jacob’s 
sons born to him in Paddan-aram. 

Isaac’s death
2 7Jacob came to his father Isaac at Mamre,

2 8At 
the age of 180 years, 2 9Isaac took his last 
breath and died. He was buried with his an-
cestors after a long, satisfying life. His sons 
Esau and Jacob buried him. 

Esau’s descendants

36These are the descendants of Esau, 
that is, Edom. 2Esau married Canaan-

ite women: Adah the daughter of the Hittite 
Elon; Oholibamah the daughter of Anah son of 
the Hittite Zibeon,b 3and Basemath the daugh-
ter of Ishmael and sister of Nebaioth. 4Adah 
gave birth to Eliphaz for Esau, Basemath gave 
birth to Reuel, 5and Oholibamah gave birth 
to Jeush, Jalam, and Korah. These are Esau’s 
sons born to him in the land of Canaan.

37Jacob lived in the land of Canaan 
where his father was an immigrant. 

2This is the account of Jacob’s descendants. 
Joseph was 17 years old and tended the flock 
with his brothers. While he was helping the 
sons of Bilhah and Zilpah, his father’s wives, 
Joseph told their father unflattering things 
about them. 3Now Israel loved Joseph more 
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than any of his other sons because he was 
born when Jacob was old. Jacob had made for 
him a longg robe. 4When his brothers saw that 
their father loved him more than any of his 
brothers, they hated him and couldn’t even 
talk nicely to him.

8His brothers said to him, “Will you really be 
our king and rule over us?” So they hated him 
even more because of the dreams he told them. 

9Then Joseph had another dream and de-
scribed it to his brothers: “I’ve just dreamed 
again, and this time the sun and the moon and 
eleven stars were bowing down to me.”

1 0When he described it to his father and 
brothers, his father scolded him and said 
to him, “What kind of dreams have you 
dreamed? Am I and your mother and your 
brothers supposed to come and bow down to 
the ground in front of you?” 1 1His brothers 
were jealous of him, but his father took care-
ful note of the matter. 

Joseph’s brothers take revenge
1 2Joseph’s brothers went to tend their 

father’s flocks near Shechem. 1 3Israel said 
to Joseph, “Aren’t your brothers tending the 
sheep near Shechem? Come, I’ll send you to 
them.”

And he said, “I’m ready.”
1 4Jacob said to him, “Go! Find out how your 

brothers are and how the flock is, and report 
back to me.”

So Jacob sent him from the Hebron Valley. 
When he approached Shechem, 1 5a man found 
him wandering in the field and asked him, 
“What are you looking for?”

1 6Joseph said, “I’m looking for my brothers. 
Tell me, where are they tending the sheep?”

1 7The man said, “They left here. I heard 
them saying, ‘Let’s go to Dothan.’ ” So Joseph 
went after his brothers and found them in 
Dothan. 

1 8They saw Joseph in the distance before 

he got close to them, and they plotted to kill 
him. 1 9The brothers said to each other, “Here 
comes the big dreamer. 2 0Come on now, let’s 
kill him and throw him into one of the cis-
terns, and we’ll say a wild animal devoured 
him. Then we will see what becomes of his 
dreams!”

2 1When Reuben heard what they said, he 
saved him from them, telling them, “Let’s not 
take his life.” 2 2Reuben said to them, “Don’t 
spill his blood! Throw him into this desert cis-
tern, but don’t lay a hand on him.”

   39  When Joseph had been taken down 
to Egypt, Potiphar, Pharaoh’s chief 

What happened to Tamar?   
Genesis 38

Many customs described in the Bible 
sound strange to us because we live in a very dif-
ferent time and place. In the culture Judah and 
Tamar lived in, women had no legal rights. If a 
woman’s husband died, she had nothing, no way to 
provide for herself and no way of having children. 
It was the duty of her husband’s closest male rela-
tive to take care of her.

When his son died, Judah should have helped 
his daughter-in-law, Tamar, fi nd a new husband 
from among his other sons, but he didn’t. Tamar got 
tired of living without rights, so she tricked Judah 
into sleeping with her so she could get pregnant 
and have a child. Some months later people told 
Judah his daughter-in-law was pregnant. When he 
met with Tamar and heard her story, he realized her 
situation was his fault. 

Though this story may sound strange to us, it 
provides a glimpse into the life of women in this 
culture. Tamar’s desire to be taken care of, re-
spected as a woman, and have a child were the rea-
sons for her actions. She is recognized as part of 
the family tree from which David, the second king 
of Israel, would descend.

   2    Pharaoh was angry with his two offi  cers, 
the chief wine steward and the chief baker, 
   3    and he put them under arrest with the com-
mander of the royal guard in the same jail 
where Joseph was imprisoned.    4    The com-
mander of the royal guard assigned Joseph to 
assist them. Aft er they had been under arrest 
for some time,    5    both of them—the wine stew-
ard and the baker for Egypt’s king who were 
imprisoned in the jail—had dreams one night, 
and each man’s dream had its own meaning.

Be Responsible   Genesis 39:8-12
Potiphar, Pharaoh’s top offi  cer, put great trust in 
Joseph. Joseph was his assistant and supervised 
Potiphar’s entire household. This was a big respon-
sibility and showed Potiphar trusted Joseph. When 
Potiphar’s wife tried to get Joseph to do something 
wrong, Joseph refused, even though he knew his re-
fusal would cause trouble for him. It takes integrity 
and a strong character to do what is right, espe-
cially if those actions are unpopular with others.

Joseph could have taken credit 
for this ability, but he was humble and acknowl-
edged it came from God.

Joseph’s hand, he dressed him in linen clothes, 
and he put a gold necklace around his neck. 
4 3He put Joseph on the chariot of his second-
in-command, and everyone in front of him 
cried out, “Attention!”u So Pharaoh installed 
him over the entire land of Egypt. 4 4Pharaoh 
said to Joseph, “I am Pharaoh; no one will do 
anything or go anywhere in all the land of 
Egypt without your permission.” 4 5Pharaoh 
renamed Joseph, Zaphenath-paneah, and 
married him to Asenath, the daughter of Po-

42When Jacob learned that there was 
grain in Egypt, he said to his sons, 

“Why are you staring blankly at each other?

3So Joseph’s 
ten brothers went down to buy grain in Egypt.

1 2He said to them, “No. You’ve come to look 
for the country’s weaknesses.”

1 3They said, “We, your servants, are twelve 
brothers, sons of one man in the land of Ca-
naan. The youngest is now with our father, 
but one is gone.”

made a law, he used this ring 
to make an impression in wax at the bottom of the 
scroll. This sign showed that the law came from 
Pharaoh.

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    1 4    Joseph said to them, “It’s just as I’ve said 
to you. You are spies!    1 5    But here is how to 
prove yourselves: As Pharaoh lives, you won’t 
leave here until your youngest brother ar-
rives.    1 6    Send one of you to get your brother, 
but the rest of you will stay in prison. We will 
fi nd out if your words are true. If not, as Pha-
raoh lives, you are certainly spies.” 

   Joseph’s brothers return to Canaan   
    1 7    He put them all in prison for three days. 

   1 8    On the third day, Joseph said to them, “Do 
this and you will live, for I’m a God-fearing 
man.    1 9    If you are honest men, let one of your 
brothers stay in prison, and the rest of you, go, 
take grain back to those in your households 
who are hungry.    2 0    But bring your youngest 
brother back to me so that your words will 
prove true and you won’t die.” 

 So they prepared to do this.    2 1    The broth-
ers said to each other, “We are clearly guilty 

for what we did to our brother when we saw 
his life in danger and when he begged us for 
mercy, but we didn’t listen. That’s why we’re 
in this danger now.” 

    2 2    Reuben responded to them, “Didn’t I tell 
you, ‘Don’t do anything wrong to the boy’? But 
you wouldn’t listen. So now this is payback 
for his death.”    2 3    They didn’t know that Jo-
seph was listening to them because they were 
using an interpreter.

When he returned, he spoke 
with them again. Then he took Simeon from 
them and tied him up in front of them.

2 6    They loaded 
their grain onto their donkeys, and they set 
out.

   43  The famine was severe in the land, 
   2    and when they had eaten all the grain 

that they brought from Egypt, their father 
said to them, “Go back and buy us a litt le food.” 

    3    Judah said to him, “The man was abso-
lutely serious when he said, ‘You may not see 
me again without your brother with you.’    4    If 
you agree to send our brother with us, then 
we will go down and buy you food.    5    But if 
you don’t agree to send him, then we can’t go 
down because the man said to us, ‘You may not 
see me again without your brother with you.’ ” 

    6    Israel said, “Why have you caused me 
such pain by telling the man you had another 
brother?” 

    7    They said, “The man asked us pointedly 
about our family: ‘Is your father still alive? Do 
you have a brother?’ So we told him just what 
we’ve said. How were we to know he’d say, 
‘Bring your brother down here’?”

Take in your bags some of 
the land’s choice produce, and bring it down 
to the man as a gift : a litt le medicinal resin, 
a litt le honey, gum, resin, pistachios, and al-
monds.    1 2    Take twice as much silver with you, 
and take back the silver returned in the top 
of your sacks. It might have been a mistake. 
   1 3    And take your brother, get ready, and go 
back to the man.    1 4    May God Almighty   b    make 
the man compassionate toward you so that 
he may send back our other brother and Ben-
jamin with you. But me, if I’m left  childless, 
then I’m left  childless.” 

Time to Change   Genesis 42:17-28
Joseph’s brothers were in a diffi  cult situation. They 
didn’t recognize their brother Joseph, and they were 
in jail so Joseph could fi nd out more about their mo-
tives. While in prison they expressed deep regret for 
what they had done to Joseph. When Joseph heard 
their words of regret, he cried. When we realize we’ve 
done something wrong, it’s important to seek forgive-
ness and see if there is a way to make things right.  

Changed Heart
 and Life
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    1 5    So the men took this gift . They took 
twice as much silver with them, together 
with Benjamin. They left , traveled down to 
Egypt, and received an audience with Joseph. 
   1 6    When Joseph saw Benjamin with them, he 
said to the manager of his household, “Bring 
the men to the house and slaughter an animal 
and prepare it because the men will have din-
ner with me at noon.”    1 7    The man did as Joseph 
told him and brought the men to 
Joseph’s house.  

    1 8    When they were brought to Joseph’s 
house, the men were frightened and said, 
“We’ve been brought here because of the sil-
ver put back in our sacks on our fi rst trip so 
he can overpower us, capture us, make slaves 
of us, and take our donkeys.” 

    1 9    They approached the man who was Jo-
seph’s household manager and spoke to him 
at the house’s entrance:    2 0    “Please, Master, 
we came down the fi rst time just to buy food, 
   2 1    but when we stopped to spend the night 
and opened our sacks, there was the exact 
amount of each man’s silver at the top of his 
sack. We’ve brought it back with us,    2 2    and 
we’ve brought down with us additional silver 
to buy food. We don’t know who put our silver 
in our sacks.” 

    2 3    He said, “You are fi ne. Don’t be afraid. 
Your God and your father’s God must have hid-
den a treasure in your sacks. I received your 
money.” Then he brought Simeon out to them.  

    2 4    The manager brought the men into Jo-
seph’s house and gave them water to wash 
their feet and feed for their donkeys.    2 5    They 
prepared the gift , anticipating Joseph’s 

arrival at noon, since they had heard that 
they would have a meal there.    2 6    When Joseph 
came into the house, they presented him the 
gift  they had brought with them into the 
house, and they bowed low in front of him. 
   2 7    He asked them how they were and said, 
“How is your elderly father, about whom you 
spoke? Is he still alive?” 

    2 8    They said, “Your servant our father is 
fi ne. He’s still alive.” And they bowed down 
again with deep respect.  

    2 9    Joseph looked up and saw his brother 
Benjamin, his own mother’s son, and he said, 
“Is this your youngest brother whom you told 
me about? God be gracious to you, my son.” 
   3 0    Joseph’s feelings for his brother were so 
strong he was about to weep, so he rushed to 
another room and wept there.    3 1    He washed 
his face, came back, pulled himself together, 
and said, “Set out the dinner.”    3 2    So they set 
out his food by himself, their food by them-
selves, and the Egyptians’ who ate with him 
by themselves because Egyptians don’t allow 
themselves to eat with Hebrews; the Egyp-
tians think it beneath their dignity.    3 3    They 
were seated in front of him from the oldest 
to the youngest in their exact birth order, and 
the men looked at each other with amaze-
ment.    3 4    Portions of food from Joseph’s table 
were brought to them, but Benjamin’s por-
tion was fi ve times as large as theirs. So they 
drank together and were at ease.  

   Joseph tests his brothers     

   44  Joseph gave commands to his house-
hold manager: “Fill the men’s sacks 

with as much food as they’ll hold, and put 
each man’s silver at the top of his sack.    2    Put 
my cup, the silver cup, on top of the youngest 
brother’s sack, together with the silver for his 
grain.” So he did just as Joseph told him to do.  

    3    At dawn, the men and their donkeys were 
sent off .    4    They had left  the city but hadn’t 
gone far when Joseph said to his household 
manager, “Get ready, go aft er the men and 
catch up with them! Ask them, ‘Why have you 
repaid hospitality with ingratitude?   c       5    Isn’t 
this the cup   d    my master drinks from and uses 
to discover God’s plans?   e    What you’ve done is 
despicable.’ ” 

Honesty Is the Best Policy   Genesis 43:12
Joseph’s brothers went back home unaware that 
the Egyptian they had met was their brother Jo-
seph. They explained what had happened to their 
father, who now went by the name Israel, instead 
of Jacob. Israel encouraged his sons to do every-
thing that was asked of them and more. Israel be-
lieved being honest and truthful would make this 
unknown man show them mercy. 

Honest and True
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    6    When he caught up to them, he repeated 
these words.    7    They replied, “Why does my 
master talk to us like this? Your servants 
would never do such a thing.    8    The silver that 
we found at the top of our sacks, we’ve just 
brought back to you from the land of Canaan. 
We didn’t steal silver or gold from your mas-
ter’s house.    9    Whoever of your servants is 
found with it will be put to death, and we’ll be 
my master’s slaves.” 

    1 0    He said, “Fine. We’ll do just as you’ve said. 
Whoever is found with it will be my slave, and 
the rest of you will go free.”    1 1    Everyone quickly 
lowered their sacks down to the ground and 
each opened his sack.    1 2    He searched the old-
est fi rst and the youngest last, and the cup 
was found in Benjamin’s sack.    1 3    At this, they 
tore their clothing. Then everyone loaded 
their donkeys, and they returned to the city.  

    1 4    When Judah and his brothers arrived at 
Joseph’s house, he was still there, and they 
fell to the ground in front of him.    1 5    Joseph 
said to them, “What’s this you’ve done? Didn’t 
you know someone like me can discover God’s 
plans?”   f    

    1 6    Judah replied, “What can we say to my 
master? What words can we use? How can we 
prove we are innocent? God has found your 
servants guilty. We are now your slaves, all of 
us, including the one found with the cup.” 

    1 7    Joseph said,“I’d never do such a thing. 
Only the man found with the cup will be my 
slave. As for the rest of you, you are free to go 
back to your father.” 

   Judah appeals for Benjamin   
    1 8    Judah approached him and said, “Please, 

my master, allow your servant to say some-
thing to my master without gett ing angry 
with your servant since you are like Pharaoh 
himself.    1 9    My master asked his servants, ‘Do 
you have a father or brother?’    2 0    And we said 
to my master, ‘Yes, we have an elderly father 
and a young brother, born when he was old. 
His brother is dead and he’s his mother’s only 
child. But his father loves him.’    2 1    You told your 
servants, ‘Bring him down to me so I can see 
him.’    2 2    And we said to my master, ‘The young 
man can’t leave his father. If he leaves, his 
father will die.’    2 3    You said to your servants, 

‘If your youngest brother doesn’t come down 
with you, you’ll never see my face again.’ 

    2 4    “When we went back to my father your 
servant, we told him what you said.    2 5    Our 
father told us, ‘Go back and buy for us a litt le 
food.’

   45  Joseph could no longer control him-
self in front of all his att endants, so 

he declared, “Everyone, leave now!” So no one 
stayed with him when he revealed his iden-
tity to his brothers.    2    He wept so loudly that 
the Egyptians and Pharaoh’s household heard 
him.    3    Joseph said to his brothers, “I’m Joseph! 
Is my father really still alive?” His brothers 
couldn’t respond because they were terrifi ed 
before him.  

    4    Joseph said to his brothers, “Come closer 
to me,” and they moved closer. He said, “I’m 
your brother Joseph! The one you sold to 
Egypt.

Tell him 
this is what your son Joseph says: ‘God has 
made me master of all of Egypt. Come down 
to me. Don’t delay.    1 0    You may live in the land 
of Goshen, so you will be near me, your chil-
dren, your grandchildren, your fl ocks, your 
herds, and everyone with you.    1 1    I will support 
you there, so you, your household, and every-
one with you won’t starve, since the famine 
will still last fi ve years.’    1 2    You and my brother 
Benjamin have seen with your own eyes that 
I’m speaking to you.    1 3    Tell my father about my 
power in Egypt and about everything you’ve 
seen. Hurry and bring my father down here.” 
   1 4    He threw his arms around his brother Ben-
jamin’s neck and wept, and Benjamin wept 
on his shoulder.    1 5    He kissed all of his broth-
ers and wept, embracing them. Aft er that, 
his brothers were fi nally able to 
talk to him.  

   Joseph’s brothers return for Jacob   
    1 6    When Pharaoh’s household heard the 

message “Joseph’s brothers have arrived,” 
both Pharaoh and his servants were pleased. 
   1 7    Pharaoh said to Joseph, “Give your brothers 
these instructions: Load your pack animals 
and go back to the land of Canaan.    1 8    Get your 
father and your households and come back 
to me. Let me provide you with good things 

from the land of Egypt so that you may eat the 
land’s best food.    1 9    Give them these instruc-
tions too: Take wagons from the land of Egypt 
for your children and wives, and pick up your 
father and come back.    2 0    Don’t worry about 
your possessions because you will have good 
things from the entire land of Egypt.” 

    2 1    So Israel’s sons did that. Joseph gave 
them wagons as Pharaoh instructed, and he 
gave them provisions for the road.    2 2    To all 
of them he gave a change of clothing, but to 
Benjamin he gave three hundred pieces of 
silver and fi ve changes of clothing.    2 3    To his 
father he sent ten male donkeys carrying 
goods from Egypt, ten female donkeys carry-
ing grain and bread, and rations for his father 
for the road.    2 4    He sent his brothers off ; and 
as they were leaving, he told them, “Don’t be 
worried about the trip.”   i    

    2 5    So they left  Egypt and returned to their 
father Jacob in the land of Canaan.    2 6    They an-
nounced to him, “Joseph’s still alive! He’s actu-
ally ruler of all the land of Egypt!” Jacob’s heart 
nearly failed, and he didn’t believe them.  

    2 7    When they told him everything Joseph 
had said to them, and when he saw the wag-
ons Joseph had sent to carry him, Jacob recov-
ered.    2 8    Then Israel said, “This is too much! My 
son Joseph is still alive! Let me go and see him 
before I die.” 

   Jacob’s household moves to Egypt     

   46  Israel packed up everything he owned 
and traveled to Beer-sheba. There he 

off ered sacrifi ces to his father Isaac’s God. 
   2    God said to Israel in a vision at night, “Jacob! 
Jacob!” and he said, “I’m here.”    3    He said, “I am 
El,   j    your father’s God. Don’t be afraid to go 
down to Egypt because I will make a great na-
tion of you there.    4    I will go down to Egypt with 
you, and I promise to bring you out again. Jo-
seph will close your eyes when you die.”    5    Then 
Jacob left  Beer-sheba. Israel’s sons put their 
father Jacob, their children, and their wives 
on the wagons Pharaoh had sent to carry him. 
   6    They took their livestock and their posses-
sions that they had acquired in the land of Ca-
naan, and arrived in Egypt, Jacob and all of his 
children with him.    7    His sons and grandsons, 
his daughters and his granddaughters—all 

At Long Last   Genesis 45:5-15
When Joseph fi nally revealed himself to his brothers, 
he had completely forgiven them for selling him into 
slavery many years before. In fact, he told them that 
God had sent him to Egypt to save their lives. Joseph 
looked at the high points and the low points of his 
life and saw that God was with him through all of it. 
Because of that understanding, he was able to truly 
forgive his brothers.  

Forgiveness

8These are the names of the Israelites 
who went to Egypt, including Jacob and 
his sons. Jacob’s oldest son was Reuben. 
9Reuben’s sons were Hanoch, Pallu, Hez-
ron, and Carmi. 1 0Simeon’s sons were Jem-
uel, Jamin, Ohad, Jachin, Zohar, and Shaul, 
whose mother was a Canaanite. 1 1Levi’s 
sons were Gershon, Kohath, and Merari. 
1 2Judah’s sons were Er, Onan, Shelah, 
Perez, and Zerah. Er and Onan both died 
in the land of Canaan. Perez’s sons were 
Hezron and Hamul. 1 3Issachar’s sons were 
Tola, Puvah, Iob, and Shimron. 1 4Zebulun’s 
sons were Sered, Elon, and Jahleel. 1 5These 
are the sons Leah bore to Jacob in Paddan-
aram. Her daughter was Dinah. All of these 
persons, including his sons and daughters, 
totaled 33. 

1 6Gad’s sons were Ziphion, Haggi, Shuni, 
Ezbon, Eri, Arodi, and Areli. 1 7Asher’s sons 
were Imnah, Ishvah, Ishvi, Beriah, and their 
sister Serah. Beriah’s sons were Heber and 
Malchiel. 1 8These are the sons of Zilpah, 
whom Laban gave to his daughter Leah. She 
bore these to Jacob, a total of 16 persons. 

1 9The sons of Jacob’s wife Rachel were 
Joseph and Benjamin. 2 0To Joseph, in the 
land of Egypt, were born Manasseh and 
Ephraim. Asenath daughter of Potiphera, 
priest of Heliopolis,k bore them to him. 
2 1Benjamin’s sons were Bela, Becher, Ash-
bel, Gera, Naaman, Ehi, Rosh, Muppim, 
Huppim, and Ard. 2 2These are Rachel’s 
sons who were born to Jacob, a total of 14 
persons. 

2 3Dan’s sonl was Hushim. 2 4Naphtali’s 
sons were Jahzeel, Guni, Jezer, and Shil-
lem. 2 5These are the sons of Bilhah, whom 
Laban gave to his daughter Rachel. She 
bore these to Jacob, a total of 7 persons. 

2 6All of the persons going to Egypt with 
Jacob—his own children, excluding Jacob’s 
sons’ wives—totaled 66 persons. 2 7Joseph’s 
sons born to him in Egypt were 2 persons. 
Thus, all of the persons in Jacob’s house-
hold going to Egypt totaled 70. 

2 8Israel had sent Judah ahead to Joseph so 
that Joseph could explain the way to Goshen. 
Then they arrived in the land of Goshen. 2 9Jo-
seph hitched up his chariot and went to meet 
his father Israel in Goshen. When he arrived, 
he threw his arms around his neck and wept, 
embracing him for a long time. 3 0Israel said to 
Joseph, “I can die now after seeing your face. 
You are really still alive!”

Jacob’s household settles in Egypt
3 1Joseph said to his brothers and to his 

father’s household, “Let me go up and inform 
Pharaoh and tell him, ‘My brothers and my 
father’s household who were in the land of 
Canaan have arrived. 3 2The men are shep-
herds, because they own livestock. They’ve 
brought with them their flocks and herds and 
everything they own.’ 3 3When Pharaoh sum-
mons you and says, ‘What do you do?’ 3 4say, 
‘Your servants have owned livestock since 
we were young, both we and our ancestors,’ 
so that you will be able to settle in the land of 
Goshen, since Egyptians think all shepherds 
are beneath their dignity.”

47Joseph went to inform Pharaoh and 
said, “My father and brothers with 

their flocks, herds, and everything they own 
have come from the land of Canaan and are 
now in the land of Goshen.” 2From all of his 
brothers, he selected five men and presented 
them before Pharaoh. 

3Pharaoh said to Joseph’s brothers, “What 
do you do?”

They said to Pharaoh, “Your servants are 
shepherds, both we and our ancestors.” 4They 
continued, “We’ve come to the land as immi-
grants because the famine is so severe in the 
land of Canaan that there are no more pas-
tures for your servants’ flocks.

7Joseph brought his father Jacob and gave 
him an audience with Pharaoh. Jacob blessed 
Pharaoh, 8and Pharaoh said to Jacob, “How old 
are you?”

9Jacob said to Pharaoh, “I’ve been a traveler 
for 130 years. My years have been few and 
difficult. They don’t come close to the years 
my ancestors lived during their travels.” 
1 0Jacob blessed Pharaoh and left Pharaoh’s 
presence. 1 1Joseph settled his father and 
brothers and gave them property in the land 
of Egypt, in the best location in the land of  
Rameses, just as Pharaoh had ordered.  
1 2Joseph provided food for his father, his 
brothers, and his father’s entire household,  
in proportion to the number of children. 

Joseph centralizes power in Egypt
1 3There was no food in the land because 

the famine was so severe. The land of Egypt 
and the land of Canaan dried up from the 
famine. 1 4Joseph collected all of the silver to 
be found in the land of Egypt and in the land 
of Canaan for the grain, which people came 
to buy, and he deposited it in Pharaoh’s trea-
sury. 1 5The silver from the land of Egypt and 
from the land of Canaan had been spent, and 
all of the Egyptians came to Joseph and said, 
“Give us food. Why should we die before your 
eyes, just because the silver is gone?”

1 6Joseph said, “Give me your livestock, and 
I will give you food for your livestock if the 
silver is gone.” 1 7So they brought their live-
stock to Joseph, and Joseph gave them food 
for the horses, flocks, cattle, and donkeys. He 
got them through that year with food in ex-
change for all of their livestock. 

1 8When that year was over, they came to 
him the next year and said to him, “We can’t 
hide from my master that the silver is spent 
and that we’ve given the livestock to my mas-
ter. All that’s left for my master is our corpses 
and our farmland. 1 9Why should we die before 
your eyes, we and our farmland too? Buy us 
and our farms for food, and we and our farms 

will be under Pharaoh’s control. Give us seed 
so that we can stay alive and not die, and so 
that our farmland won’t become unproduc-
tive.” 2 0So Joseph bought all of Egypt’s farm-
land for Pharaoh because every Egyptian 
sold his field when the famine worsened. So 
the land became Pharaoh’s. 2 1He moved the 
people to the citiesm from one end of Egypt 
to the other. 2 2However, he didn’t buy the 
farmland of the priests because Pharaoh al-
lowed the priests a subsidy, and they were 
able to eat from the subsidy Pharaoh gave 
them. Therefore, they didn’t have to sell their 
farmland. 

2 3Joseph said to the people, “Since I’ve now 
purchased you and your farmland for Pha-
raoh, here’s seed for you. Plant the seed on 
the land. 2 4When the crop comes in, you must 
give one-fifth to Pharaoh. You may keep four-
fifths for yourselves, for planting fields, and 
for feeding yourselves, those in your house-
holds, and your children.”

2 5The people said, “You’ve saved our lives. 
If you wish, we will be Pharaoh’s slaves.” 2 6So 
Joseph made a law that still exists today: 
Pharaoh receives one-fifth from Egypt’s 
farmland. Only the priests’ farmland didn’t 
become Pharaoh’s. 

Jacob blesses Ephraim and Manasseh
2 7Israel lived in the land of Egypt, in the 

land of Goshen. They settled in it, had many 
children, and became numerous. 2 8After 
Jacob had lived in the land of Egypt for sev-
enteen years, and after he had lived a total 
of 147 years, 2 9Israel’s death approached. He 
summoned his son Joseph and said to him, “If 
you would be so kind, lay your hand under 
my thigh, and be loyal and true to me. Don’t 
bury me in Egypt. 3 0When I lie down with my 
fathers, carry me from Egypt and bury me in 
their grave.”

Joseph said, “I will do just as you say.”
3 1Israel said, “Give me your word!” and 

Joseph gave his word. Then Israel slumped 
down at the head of the bed. 

48After this happened, Joseph was told,n 
“Your father is getting weaker,” so he 

took his two sons Manasseh and Ephraim 
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with him. 2When Jacob was informed,o “Your 
son Joseph is here now,” hep pulled himself 
together and sat up in bed. 3Jacob said to Jo-
seph, “God Almightyq appeared to me in Luz in 
the land of Canaan. He blessed me 4and said 
to me, ‘I am about to give you many children, 
to increase your numbers, and to make you a 
large group of peoples.

“Who are these?”

9Joseph told his father, “They’re my sons, 
whom God gave me here.”

Israel said, “Bring them to me and I will 
bless them.” 1 0Because Israel’s eyesight had 
failed from old age and he wasn’t able to see, 
Joseph brought them close to him, and he 
kissed and embraced them. 

1 1Israel said to Joseph, “I didn’t expect I’d 
see your face, but now God has shown me your 
children too.” 1 2Then Joseph took them from 
Israel’s knees, and he bowed low with his face 
to the ground. 1 3Joseph took both of them, 
Ephraim in his right hand at Israel’s left hand, 
and Manasseh in his left hand at Israel’s right 
hand, and brought them close to him. 1 4But Is-
rael put out his right hand and placed it on the 
head of Ephraim, the younger one, and his left 
hand on Manasseh’s head, crossing his hands 
because Manasseh was the oldest son.

2 0Israel 
blessed them that day, saying,
